Supervisor Flach opened the Workshop and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mid-Hudson Cable

Supervisor Flach stated that they have some concerns about the Mid-Hudson Cable Franchise Agreement relative to the packages available and the run around that you get when you make a call in addition to the population that they need to have in order to run their cable and what would happen if the Town Board decides not to sign the Franchise Agreement.
Discussion ensued amongst the Town Board regarding these issues and what they would like as far as a commitment from Mid-Hudson Cable.
Collectively it was decided that Supervisor Flach would contact Mr. Reynolds during the week to address the concerns prior to the next Town Board Meeting.

J. O’Connell Grants Consultants

Supervisor Flach stated that Jean O’Connell was present from J. O’Connell Associates Grant Consultants to give them some information on grant writing.

Ms. O’Connell continued by giving her presentation to the Town Board regarding her company; which she is the owner of, and obtaining municipal grants.
Discussion ensued amongst the Town Board and Ms. O’Connell regarding the cost, results she has gotten for other towns, her company’s success rate, how it would work with the Village within the Town, matching grants and her ideas about grant possibilities for the Town.
Collectively it was decided that they would look into it further for consideration.
Ravena Rescue Squad
Supervisor Flach stated that he has the Agreement for the Ravena Rescue Squad for 2013, which was also available for the Town Board.
Discussion ensued amongst the Town Board regarding the wording of their billing and rebate formula with regard to the Town, the lack of wording about issuing a check for reimbursement to the Town, agreeing to an audit paid for by the Town the ALS 
Agreement, co-pays for mutual aid calls outside the Town of Coeymans, and not expecting more money from the Town because people have chosen to ignore their bill that should have been sent to their insurance carrier for payment.
Collectively it was agreed that the Town Board would provide Supervisor Flach with any other questions that they might have for a meeting on Thursday as well as wanting an audit done prior to signing the Agreement and that Supervisor Flach will talk to the auditor.
Supervisor Flach invited all the members of the Town Board to attend a meeting with the Ravena Rescue Squad on Thursday, January 31st at 10:00am.
Recycling – Waste Management

Supervisor Flach stated that he has talked to a few people about maybe getting in some containers in specific spots for things such as cardboard, plastic bags, tires, batteries, compact fluorescent lights etc. but not for bagged garbage. He added that he spoke with Waste Management about it and they have a lot of different programs and they could put a dumpster at Town Hall for single stream or dual stream recycling as well as a separate collection for household batteries.
Discussion ensued regarding what would be charged for the dumpsters, monitoring it, having it certain days and staffed for specified hours by a Town employee possibly at the Beautification Building, recycling tires and storage, and recycling already in place at the Highway Garage for metal and how many take advantage of it.

Councilman Dolan pointed out that Town Clerk Millious has a new digital recorder.

Supervisor Flach asked Town Clerk Millious how she liked it.

Town Clerk Millious stated that it was getting to where she can not get the cassettes for the recorders and her spare is not working and she spoke with the Town Clerk in New Baltimore who has a digital recorder and really likes it. She added that it is new to her and she will be doing both recorders until she gets the hang of using the digital one and has not gotten to really become familiar with it because she has been so busy with taxes.
Councilman Dolan asked if it records to the computer on a hard drive.

Town Clerk Millious stated that you can put it right on the computer and you transcribe using a foot pedal.

Supervisor Flach stated that you can burn it to a CD.
Town Clerk Millious stated that the pick-up is great and if they ever needed it there are speakers that came with it and reiterated that it picks up voices really clearly and much better than the cassette player.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he asked for a motion to adjourn the Workshop.
