Supervisor Flach stated that the Town Board Workshop scheduled for February 19, 2013 has been cancelled.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Flach invited the public to comment at this time, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.
*****************************

MID-HUDSON CABLE PRESENTATION

Supervisor Flach stated that Mr. Dave Finger from Mid-Hudson Cable was present to address some concerns and then invited him to the microphone.

Mr. Dave Finger thanked the Town Board for the invitation and stated that Mr. Reynolds had gotten a letter from Supervisor Flach with some concerns and he was present to go over them with the Town Board. He continued by saying that there was a question about a discount or senior package, which they call a Broadcast Basic Package with approximately 20 channels for $23.00 and then handed the Town Board a copy of the packages available. He added that the letter also addressed a concern about moving into future areas and the way that they deal with it is outlined on page 3 of the Franchise Agreement, which lays out a formula the State tells them they have to use to calculate new builds in areas that don’t meet the minimum density. He continued by saying that the State’s formula uses 35 homes per mile, Mid-Hudson lowered it to 20 using the formula but they bettered the number and will build with less than 35. He went on by saying that there have only been two requests for new service this past year and one of them turned out to be in a service area anyway and there has not been a big demand for people in the outer portion of the town to have service and when there are, they will look at it. He added that another concern was the term for the Franchise Agreement, which is a document that they take to the bank for upgrades and building and in years past it wasn’t always 15 years but things are different now and the banks are tougher and they want to see loan returns and any Franchise Agreements done in the past several years have all been 15 years and this is the reason for it. He concluded by saying that it is a non-exclusive Franchise, which means if someone walks in and wants one, the Town can give them one as well.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to what the advantage is to the Town to have such a long term.

Mr. Finger stated that the advantage to the Town is that they can borrow money to keep the system upgraded to state-of-the-art and he has been with Mid-Hudson cable for 27 years but had worked with other cable systems and Mid-Hudson is a first class operation with some pretty good broadband and channel packages.
Supervisor Flach asked if surrounding towns have the same 15-year Franchise Agreement.

Mr. Finger stated that Greenville just signed a 15-year Agreement as well as Ashland, and Taconic and they are constantly being compared to Time Warner because they are surrounded by them and he thinks that they do a comparable job. He continued by saying that at the last meeting there was a lady not happy with their service and the following day he sent a crew of technicians to her home and they found quite a bit of wiring that someone else had done, which was wrong and they rewired her house and he has not heard from her since.

Councilman Dolan stated that his question is with the Broadcast Basic Package, which he understands is not called a Senior Package and continued by saying that a lot of seniors have come to him and said that they called Mid-Hudson Cable and asked for such a thing and have been told flat out that they don’t have it and have not been offered any sort of explanation or alternative. He added that it seems like from some of them calling themselves, if you don’t ask for the exact right wording, you are not told about it and he would like to see some sort of commitment that if someone calls and they are looking for a discount package, that they are told straight up what is available.
Mr. Finger stated that he agrees and he did not know that it happened and he will follow-up on it.

Councilman Dolan asked Mr. Finger if they could have some kind of commitment with it.

Mr. Finger stated that they absolutely could.

Councilman Dolan stated that he was happy to hear Mr. Finger state that the formula for density is lower than what the law prescribes and then asked if he could keep the Town Board informed when people request service from them.
Mr. Finger stated that he could and added that they keep an Excel spreadsheet of every request and what they do with it from everywhere and he had it sorted out for the Town of Coeymans and in the past 2 ½ years there have been 7 requests with 2 being within the last year.

Supervisor Flach stated that if it is sent to them, if someone asks about it, they will be able to say whether or not it had been checked into by Mid-Hudson.

Mr. Finger stated that it falls into one of three categories with the first being that they are just not sure if they can get service so they go and look at it and find that they are a little more off the road than they should be but they waive it and the other end of the spectrum is the person with a six mile driveway on a dirt road and they are the only house and they want service and for them it is very expensive. He continued by saying that occasionally there is a cluster of homes who want service and they look at them hard because a lot of times they are worth doing.
Councilman Dolan stated that if you have Time Warner Cable and your remote goes, you can put it in the mail to return it and in turn you will get a new one back and he was told that in order for you to return to Mid-Hudson Cable you have to physically drive it down to Catskill.
Mr. Finger stated that there are drop-off points but he is not sure about the remote control and it would not be a good idea with a digital converter because it is so expensive.

Councilman Dolan stated that he was only talking about the remote.

Mr. Finger stated that he does not see why not and added that the technicians have them on their trucks.

Councilman Dolan stated that his only other question is about HBO to Go.

Mr. Finger stated that they are working on it and it is a challenge with them being a small company and doing that sort of thing.

Ms. Pearson interjected that she did return a remote by mail but she made sure that she documented everything with her name, address, phone number and account number.

Councilman Masti stated that their website is excellent and very straight forward.

Supervisor Flach stated that there is pricing for all services and Broadcast Basic is $23.95 and then there is a receiver and remote and they are things that are not required for Broadcast Basic.

Mr. Finger stated that Broadcast Basic is analog and it can be plugged into the back of an old analog television or even a black and white television if you could find one and Broadcast and Regular Basic are analog and don’t require a converter and you can get up to approximately 70 channels.

Collectively the Town Board thanked Mr. Finger

RES. #044-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO SUBMIT NY ENVIRONMENTAL FACILITY CORPORATON APPLICATION
On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is submitting an application to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYSEFC) for financial assistance through the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) for a project including improvements and upgrades to the Town Sewer System and Waste Water Treatment Plant; and
WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans has identified the need to construct these improvements and upgrades and is seeking CWSRF assistance to help finance this project in the most cost-effective manner, and
WHEREAS, the CWSRF application requires the governing body of the applicant municipality to authorize by resolution, a municipal representative to sign and submit the application, and

WHEREAS, in order to be considered for subsidized financing by NYSEFC, the CWSRF application must be submitted to NYSEFC by February 1, 2013; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed the list of Type II actions identified in 6 NYCRR Part 617.5©, and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans, based on a review by the Town Board, who reviewed the list of Type II actions identified in 6 NYCRR, Part 617.5 ©, declare this project to be a Type II action pursuant to Section 617.5 © (29); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans does hereby approve and authorize the Town Supervisor to submit an application for financial assistance through the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) for improvements and upgrades to the Town Sewer System and Waste Water Treatment Plant.

Supervisor Flach stated that they do this on a yearly basis and there are grants and low interest rates available for certain projects within Waste Water Treatment Facilities and this resolution allows them to be put into the pool of applicants. He added that you have to qualify and last year they got a grant for approximately $11,000.00, which was not a lot but every little bit helps and C.T. Male helps them with their grant applications with Attorney for the Town Wukitsch looking them over.
RES. #045-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACT WITH MVP 
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans has determined that Medicare Advantage Group Health Insurance (MVP) is a well suited plan for the Town’s retirees, and
WHEREAS, MVP has presented a contract to the Town of Coeymans for said health insurance for the period beginning January 1, 2013 and continuing to December 31, 2013 for signature,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans hereby authorizes Supervisor Stephen D. Flach to execute the MVP Contract.
Supervisor Flach stated that some of the retirees had gotten notification that it was going to be terminated but they had already talked with MVP and they knew the Town was going to renew and they were a bit premature in sending out the notification and it should be disregarded.

RES. #046-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO SIGN MID-HUDSON CABLE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT
On motion of Councilwoman Rogers, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, Mid-Hudson Cablevision, Inc. is desirous of renewing its franchise to maintain and operate a cable television system in the Town, and

WHEREAS, maintenance and operation of said cable television system involves the use and occupation by Mid-Hudson of the streets, thoroughfares and other public rights-of-way belonging to the Town, and
WHEREAS, the technical ability, financial condition and character of Mid-Hudson and its principals have been considered and approved by the T own Board in a public proceeding affording due process, held on the 18th day of December 2012, and

WHEREAS, the plans of Mid-Hudson for continued operation of said cable television system have been considered by the Town Board and found adequate and feasible in a full public proceeding affording due process, and

WHEREAS, the Franchise Agreement complies with the franchise standards required by New York State Public Service Commission and the Cable Consumer Protection Act of 1992 and is subject to the review and approval of the New York State Public Commission.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans hereby grants a non-exclusive cable television franchise to Mid-Hudson Cablevision, and authorizes Supervisor Stephen D. Flach to execute the Franchise Agreement with Mid-Hudson upon the terms set forth in said Franchise Agreement.

Supervisor Flach stated that the Village is included within the Franchise Agreement and he along with Mr. Reynolds called the Mayor to make sure that they were okay with it. He added that State Telephone had been present at a Town Board Meeting to let the Town Board know that they have some things on the horizon and he believes that they just signed a Franchise Agreement with the Village, which they could because the Mid-Hudson Franchise Agreement is non-exclusive. He continued by saying that there is Time-Warner in the Town’s northern part but they have not chosen to come down this way yet and if State Telephone wants to bring in cable as well there is not an issue with it.  
Supervisor Flach stated that they would be changing the Medical Services Agreement resolution and continued by saying that they need to execute a contract with the Ravena Rescue Squad and the Town Board feels that in order to do due diligence and to make sure that everything is right, they want to do an audit, and the Rescue Squad has agreed to it and the Town will be paying for it. He added that they will be using Toski & Company, who did an audit for the Town a couple of weeks ago and he wanted to let everyone know in the community that they are pursuing the right avenue for the Town and then asked for a motion authorizing him to engage in a contract with them to do the audit.
MOTION 
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Masti, authorizing the Supervisor to engage in a contract with Toski & Company for a full financial audit of the Ravena Rescue Squad by Anthony Sellers not to exceed an amount of $4,100.00.

Councilman Masti asked when the Ravena Rescue Squad was last audited.

Supervisor Flach asked Ms. Pearson if she knew.

Ms. Pearson stated that she didn’t have that information other than it was before her and she has been on the Board for seven years.

Councilman Dolan stated that their thinking was that the audit is included in the contract and to some of them it is backwards to have an audit after you sign a contract to give them $144,000.00, which is an increase of approximately $60,000.00. He added that they are not saying that anything is wrong but rather with something that is agreed to in the contract, it is better to do it before they sign the contract.
Councilman Boehm interjected that this is not an effort to delay the contract but rather an effort to make sure that everything is being done properly.
Supervisor Flach stated that the other concern is that it is the end of January and they want to make sure that the Ravena Rescue Squad is able to function and pick up folks that they need to and then asked for a motion to authorize payment at least for the month of January depending on what they are going to sign in the contract

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Council, authorizing the Supervisor to pay the Ravena Rescue Squad 1/12 of the amount that is budgeted in the contract.

Albany County Department of Health

Supervisor Flach stated that he was in receipt of a memo from the Department of Health which was distributed to County, City, Town and Village Officials regarding the 2013 Rabies Vaccination Clinic Schedule and continued by reading the following:

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any additional comments.
Town Clerk Millious stated that Thursday, January 31st is the last day to pay Property Taxes without penalty and anyone that had not received a bill should contact her office at 756-2100 and added that on February 1st it goes to a 1% penalty.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Chief Darlington stated that approximately 2 weeks ago there was an issue with handicap parking at Town Hall and a police officer addressed it and it seemed that an elderly woman could not get out of her car and into a wheel chair. He continued by saying that he asked the Supervisor to address the issue with the employees and in turn a memo was issued that the parking is not enforceable and then asked that the Town Board authorize the Highway Superintendent to properly post and mark the handicap parking around Town Hall so residents with disabilities would be able to access Town Hall without any issue.
Supervisor Flach stated that he sent a memo out to all employees to make sure that they do not park in the handicap spot and upon talking to the Building Inspector he was advised that there are a certain amount of parking spots that you have to have for the size of the building, which would be two spots and a space and two spots with another space, which will take up the entire area with possibly one space for someone else to park. He continued by saying that they have to have proper signs at the proper height, which he had gone over with Mr. Conrad.
Chief Darlington stated that this is the first time that there was an issue and if the Town Board makes it a policy, employees are subject to it and added that in saying that it is not enforceable, it might not be for possibly vehicle and traffic but for employees it can be an in-house disciplinary issue rather than a ticket if they don’t want to take up the entire area.
Councilman Dolan asked if they are required to provide handicap parking.

Chief Darlington stated that he believes as a public building they are required but it does not necessarily have to be that area.

Supervisor Flach interjected that in order to have it done properly the signs have to be such a height and there has to be a set amount of space for four cars and added that they should lay it out and have signs made up.

Councilman Masti stated that it makes sense that it is where it is because it is ground level.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is the only area because there is no other place that is level for handicap parking.

Councilman Dolan interjected that if they are not willing to dedicate that area to have it, they should undertake the expense of building a ramp so people can get in to all of the building.
Town Clerk Millious stated that during court mornings she has a note on the door for people to knock because the door is locked and added that it would be good if they could create a ramp and have a better access to the building for that reason.
Supervisor Flach stated that the only issue that he sees is the levelness of that area for someone that is handicapped and it seems to be the best place for it but it has been a problem when handicap folks need to come in on Thursday mornings and it is the only way in and maybe they should get another set of dividers to make a corridor.

Chief Darlington stated that the way the Court security is, they have to knock and then be escorted, which is what they do.

Supervisor Flach asked if disruption at the bench is a problem.

Chief Darlington stated that it does not happen very often and it has only been once or twice since they have had the metal detector.

Town Clerk Millious stated that some people don’t want to come through the Court Room and have had a hardship coming up the stairs.

Supervisor Flach reiterated that another divider could be used.

Councilman Boehm asked if they have the signs and then asked how long it would take to get the spaces properly marked.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he does not have the signs.

Supervisor Flach stated that Access Safety could get the signs and they will mark it accordingly.

Councilman Dolan asked whose responsibility it is to mark it out.

Supervisor Flach stated that the Building Inspector would have to do it because he has the specs.
Chief Darlington interjected that the Highway Superintendent has the specs as well.

Councilman Dolan stated that he would ask that the Highway Superintendent do whatever he needs to do.

Supervisor Flach asked that Highway Superintendent Deering mark it out and have Deputy Searles order the signs.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he would.

Councilman Masti asked how many parking spaces they need.

Supervisor Flach stated that he believes that it is four but he will check with Code Enforcement and it is based on the number of people the building can hold. He then asked if there were any other comments.
Chief Darlington stated that the new police vehicle was delivered early last week and they are in the process of getting the equipment ordered and in turn installed, which he hopes is within the next couple of weeks.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is very nice and then asked if there were any other comments.
Councilman Dolan stated that he had another question about handicap parking and then asked if they have to provide a spot for people going downstairs because it would not be helpful for them to come in the door designated now for it.

Chief Darlington stated that there is one spot, which is right now on a tire and proper marking is needed, which according to Code Enforcement has to be a sign planted in the blacktop.
Supervisor Flach stated that he would check into that as well.

Highway Superintendent Deering asked where the money would be coming out of for the signs.

Supervisor Flach stated that it would be Town Hall and then asked if there were any other comments.
Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that there needs to be a motion to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter of a Town employee.
