APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Supervisor Flach stated that there were two sets of minutes for Town Board approval, a Town Board Workshop at January 22, 2013 and a Town Board Meeting on January 28, 2013 and then asked for a motion to approve them.

OLD BUSINESS

Supervisor Flach stated that Councilman Boehm had something for Old Business.

Councilman Boehm stated that at the previous Town Board Meeting he distributed a copy of Town of Coeymans Meeting Rules, which is similar to what the Town of New Baltimore has and that he would like for the Town Board to adopt them. He continued by reading the following rules:
1. Speakers must give their name during the Town Board Meeting and must address their remarks to the Board as a body and not to any member thereof.

2. Speakers must be recognized by the presiding officer and must limit their remarks to up to three minutes on a given topic and may not yield any remaining time to another speaker.

3. Comments must relate to the current agenda item being discussed at the Board Meeting or legitimate Town business during the Public Comment Period.

4. Speakers should present their remarks in a courteous manner and may not make disparaging remarks or personal comments about Public Officials, town residents or others. All speakers will observe the commonly accepted rules of courtesy, decorum, dignity and good taste with no cursing, swearing, clapping, booing, finger pointing, bullying, whispering or talking that disrupts the proceedings of the business of the Town Board.

5. Any speaker who disregards the directives of the presiding officer in enforcing the rules, disturbs the peace at a meeting, makes impertinent or slanderous remarks or generally conducts themselves in an inappropriate manner shall be barred from further participation and will forfeit any balance of time remaining for their comments.

6. After a final warning, if a speaker willfully refuses to step down, the Town Supervisor shall contact the appropriate authorities to remove the speaker from the meeting room and to restore order.

7. The Town Supervisor, or in their absence, the Deputy Supervisor shall take all necessary steps to ensure compliance with these rules.

NEW BUSINESS

Highway Department – BAN on Dump Body

Supervisor Flach stated that Highway Superintendent Deering was running late and they would address the BAN for the dump body later in the meeting.
Zoning Update – SEQRA Review

Supervisor Flach stated that the Zoning Map changes were part of the Comprehensive Plan in 2007 and the original draft has been on the Town’s website since then and added that there is a new draft with some very slight changes and as they proceed to do the new Zoning Changes they will be setting a Public Hearing. He continued by saying that in the meantime, colored map copies of the proposed changes can be picked up at the Town Clerks Office or can be found on the Town’s website. He concluded by saying that if anyone has any questions for a Board Member or himself, they should contact them.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to if they will be keeping the big map out and available for viewing at Town Hall.

Supervisor Flach stated that they it will be and that there might be some slight changes, which they will keep people posted on as necessary.

Councilman Masti inquired as to who made the maps.

Supervisor Flach stated that the current maps were made by C.T. Male and the original were made by Laberge Group and added that C.T. Male is the Engineering Firm that they use for sewer and other engineering projects in town.

Councilman Boehm stated that the map made by Laberge is the original map and the current zoning that exists now and then there is the map made in 2007 with the most recent changes until the Planning Board re-evaluated and had the last map made. He continued by saying that there are some changes that they were made aware of where there are some residential homes in a commercial district, which should be located outside into a R/A district. He added that there are also definitions available, which will be left with the maps so people understand the color coding of the maps and what the districts represent and they should be available along with the Proposed Local Law so people have a better understanding of what they are for and at the Public Hearing, Mr. Conrad along with other members of the Planning Board will clarify why they are doing what they are doing.
Councilman Dolan stated that he would recommend that anyone with comments, even if they pass them on to the Board before by phone call or e-mail, to make sure that a copy is included when they have the actual Public Hearing so they can make sure that it is part of the record. 

Supervisor Flach stated that the original Zoning Map is from 1961 and has never been changed with the Department of State and it has never been updated.

Councilman Boehm interjected that you can barely read the original.

Supervisor Flach stated that they have asked the News Herald if they can publish a colored copy of the map in the paper and reiterated that it is on the website, which can be blown up in size.
Supervisor Flach stated that he would be moving on to the resolutions and they will wait for Highway Superintendent Deering to discuss the dump body.

RESOLUTIONS
Supervisor Flach stated that the first resolution is because in order to change any kind of zoning maps there has to be a SEQR done and the resolution makes the Town Board the Lead Agency to do it and they have to send letters to surrounding areas as well as having to do an Environmental Assessment.
RES. #049-13 DESIGNATE TOWN BOARD LEAD AGENCY FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW
On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans Town Board declares itself Lead Agency pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) in the adoption of Proposed Local Law “Amend and Replace Chapter 165 Zoning Maps” of 2013, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to SEQRA, the Town Board has prepared Parts 1 and 2 of the Environmental Assessment Form (EAF), and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has considered the probable environmental impacts of the adoption of Proposed Local Law “Amend and Replace Chapter 165 Zoning Maps” of 2013, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has concluded that there will be no adverse impacts to the cultural, social, economic or environmental resources of the Town.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans adopts the findings and conclusions relating to probable environmental impacts contained within the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) and issues a Negative Declaration and authorizes Diane Millious, Town Clerk, to execute the EAF and file the Negative Declaration in accordance with the applicable provisions of law.

RES. #050-13 ESTABLISH PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED LOCAL LAW

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans intends to consider a Local Law to “Amend and Replace Chapter 165 Zoning Maps” of 2013; and

WHEREAS, proposed Local Law of 2013 has been distributed to member of the Town Board; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has been designated as Lead Agency under the provision of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to set a Public Hearing date to provide members of the community with an opportunity to express their views on the Proposed Local Law of 2013;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans hereby sets March 11, 2013 at 6:00PM as the date for a Public Hearing and directs the Town Clerk to issue a Notice of Public Hearing to be published in accordance with law for that date.

WHEREAS, Resolution #004-13 was adopted by the Town Board on January 2, 2013; and
 

WHEREAS, this Resolution set dates for the Zoning Board of Appeals meetings for 2013; and 
 

WHEREAS, the date of February 13, 2013 was set in error, 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the correct date should be February 20, 2013 at 7:00pm.
Councilman Boehm interjected that it is due to a clerical error at the January 2nd Organizational Meeting.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is a formality that they have to do even though the meeting had been cancelled.

RES. #052-13 AUTHORIZE SUPPORT FOR NYS CONTACT INFORMATION FOR VACANT STRUCTURES
On motion of Councilwoman Rogers, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, vacant, abandoned and foreclosed homes and structures have proliferated throughout New York state over the last five years; and 

WHEREAS, vacant structures that are not maintained for months at a time degrade and depreciate the value of the vacant structure as well as the value of surrounding properties; and

WHEREAS, lending institutions that hold mortgages on said vacant structures do not always provide the contact information of a responsible party; and 

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill A.88 and Assembly Bill A.824, currently pending, would make it mandatory for lending institutions to provide contact information of responsible parties regarding vacant structures; and require good faith in obtaining a foreclosure; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans supports the passage of said Bills.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Coeymans hereby supports the passage of said Bills and respectfully requests that the State Representatives who represent constituents in the Town of Coeymans support the passage of said Bills.
Supervisor Flach continued by reading the following:

I am writing to you regarding two Foreclosure Bills A.88 and A.824 currently referred to the Judiciary Committee in the New York State Assembly. Last session the New York Assembly joined the list of states that have passed Foreclosure Bills making it mandatory for banks to provide municipalities with contact information of property managers or other parties responsible for upkeep and maintenance of foreclosed or abandoned properties. Unfortunately, the companion bill in the New York State Senate was referred to the Senate Committee on Housing and received no further action including no vote on the floor of the Senate.
I am concerned that the notice of contact information bill A.88 and bill A.824 requiring “good faith” in obtaining a foreclosure will encounter considerable special interest headwinds this year. In anticipation of the significant opposition to these bills, I am hoping that your governing body could provide a resolution in support of these bills. They can be viewed at my webpage www.assembly.state.ny.us/mem/Michael-P-Kearns or I can be reached at kearnsm@assembly.state.ny.us. Included are two editorials directly dealing with these foreclosure issues and a sample resolution.

Supervisor Flach stated that the reason why they are important is that right now there is a house in Town that is vacant and there is a water main break, which they have no way of getting in to shut it off other than a Court Order to do so. He added that the water main break is fresh water that comes from the Village, through no fault of anyone other than a broken pipe and goes into the Waste Water Treatment Plant, which causes them to have more flows. He continued by saying that houses are being affected in the Hamlet because of the water main break and water is going into basements and reiterated that there is no way to get in without a Court Order, which they are working on, because this house is in foreclosure and they have been trying to contact the proper people. He concluded by saying that this will make it easier for them to get in touch with people so they can take care of problems like this and he thinks it is a good thing.
Councilman Boehm stated that there should be a cover letter included with the resolution of support.

Councilman Dolan stated that he thinks they should send a copy to 
Assemblyman Lopez and Senator Tkaczyk, who is on the Housing Committee.
Supervisor Flach stated that he would draft the letter and asked if there was any other discussion.

Councilman Boehm suggested that they amend the resolution to include both Lopez and Tkaczyk.

Supervisor Flach amended the resolution as follows:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Coeymans hereby supports the passage of said Bills and respectfully requests that the State Representatives who represent constituents in the Town of Coeymans support the passage of said Bills and will also supply resolution in support of legislation to Assemblyman Lopez and Senator Tkaczyk.
RES. #053-13 APPOINT ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS MEMBER
On motion of Councilman Dolan, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals has a vacancy due to the resignation of Board member Robert Rivers; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board is desirous of filling this vacancy and completing the term of office left my Mr. River’s departure,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans does hereby appoint Ten Eyck B. Powell, Jr. to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a term to expire December 31, 2014.

Supervisor Flach stated that they appointed Mr. Powell at the end of the year but due to the 30 day time lapse this had to be done as a formality.

NEW BUSINESS

Highway Department – BAN on Dump Body

Supervisor Flach stated that the Highway Department is looking for a BAN on a dump body and then asked Highway Superintendent to fill the Board in on his request.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is for a sander and he is looking to replace the current sander.

Supervisor Flach asked about it being a side dump.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is used for plowing and it is used all year long and it is 13 years old and rotted away.

Supervisor Flach asked if there is a reason that they want a side dump rather than a back dump.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it works good and it is usable year round.

Supervisor Flach asked how the truck body is.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is 13 years old.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is still running.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they have one new truck, two that are 5 years old, two that are 13 years old, one that is 17 years old, one that is 25 years old and one that is 36 years old that are out plowing the streets.

Councilman Boehm asked if the Oshkosh was the one that is 36 years old.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is probably the best running one that they have other than the new one.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that lately it has been the most dependable one.

Supervisor Flach asked if $28,000.00 is a fair price.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is somewhere in the area of $28,000.00 but he would like for it to go out to bid and his request is that the Board allow him to get it to put on the frame and if they ever get another truck they can put it on that one.
Supervisor Flach asked if he thought they might get it for less if they put it out to bid.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it would be possible and the price that he got is a ball park figure.

Supervisor Flach asked about repairs to the existing dump body to explore all avenues.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is constant repair.

Supervisor Flach asked if the box is repairable.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles interjected that you would have to start from scratch.

Councilman Boehm asked why he didn’t put it in his budget.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he has been telling the Board all this time that he needed a truck.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they did put a new truck in the budget.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if they put a truck or a dump body in the budget.

Highway Superintendent Deering and Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles collectively stated that they put the whole thing in the budget.

Councilman Boehm asked how much it costs for a new truck.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is approximately $194,000.00.

Supervisor Flach inquired as to if Highway Superintendent has any idea of what a cab and chassis would cost.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he didn’t know.

Supervisor Flach stated that they could get a cab and chassis at a later date.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that so far the truck is running decent and added that someone has to make a move to update some of the equipment because you can’t keep patching.

Supervisor Flach stated that one of the problems is that they have a budget with a 2% cap and they know that a trucks costs $175,000.00 because they just did a BAN last year. He added that they have to get some kind of plan in place to BAN one every other year and pay the $15,000.00 a year payment because he does not see them saving $175,000.00.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that for a $15,000.00 a year payment for a brand new truck, they are putting well over that into each of the trucks to band-aid them up.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he can do a print out on each one of them.
Supervisor Flach stated that they are proposing that they spend the $15,000.00 on a BAN because they are spending that much on repairs.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that he was correct.

Councilman Masti interjected that the BAN’s are going to add up.

Councilman Boehm asked if the price is $28,000.00.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is roughly.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is the price uninstalled and not painted.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he wanted to get some kind of a figure to the Board so they had a general idea. 
Councilwoman Rogers asked if they are going to get more quotes.

Collectively Highway Superintendent Deering and Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they will if they put it out to bid.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he would like to see it go out for bid because it is better and it’s not on State Contract anyway.

Supervisor Flach asked if the Board had any thoughts.

Councilman Boehm asked if it is worth putting a whole new dump body on a truck that is 13 years old.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they can buy a whole new truck.

Councilman Boehm stated that a new truck is $195,000.00 and his question is if it makes sense to buy the dump body and then buy the chassis and cab later.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they can switch it later and it is what they did with another truck and added that the truck body was suppose to be replaced but instead they bought a new one in place of the yellow one.
Councilman Boehm asked if the body can be repaired to get them through the snow season.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they just worked on it.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is what they have been doing.

Councilman Boehm asked if they can make it through the season.

Highway Superintendent Deering and Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles collectively stated that they hoped so.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they cannot guarantee anything.

Supervisor Flach asked how many trucks broke down during the snowstorm.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that there were too many.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it was constant and there was one truck that was down almost the whole time and kept coming back in for repairs.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he got as far as the firehouse and then the grange before he turned around and came back.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that at least three trucks were back that they were fixing all night.

Councilman Masti asked if it was the older trucks.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they were the older ones.

Supervisor Flach stated that he would like to see more firm prices. 

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they would have to go to other vendors for prices and the only way that they can get firm prices is to put it out to bid.

Councilman Masti stated that it is a truck that will be used year round.

Supervisor Flach suggested that they put it out to bid for the Board to look at and he will take a look at the budget.

Councilman Masti inquired about buying used.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that you are buying someone else’s headaches and troubles.

Supervisor Flach asked for a motion authorizing Highway Superintendent Deering to put the side dumping, multi-purpose dump body out to bid.

MOTION

On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by, authorizing Highway Superintendent Deering to bid for a side dumping body.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Town Clerk Millious asked if they are authorizing her to put it in the paper.
Collectively the Town Board said they were.

Councilman Dolan asked that Highway Superintendent Deering also get any other costs together that it would be and he might have to spend, such as for the paint or other materials that they might need to install it.

Collectively Highway Superintendent Deering and Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they will put it out to bid painted and for the other truck they mounted it and everything at no other charge.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any additional comments. 

Chief Darlington stated that he wanted to piggybank on what Highway Superintendent Deering had said and added that it seems every year, the Department Heads that have vehicles, try to come up with a schedule for preventative maintenance and every year their budgets are slashed. He continued by saying that they just got their new 2012 car and it will be soon that he will be knocking on their door again and they talk year after year about a plan for one car a year and it seems as though they don’t plan to deal with these issues and they only deal with them when they come up.. He added that as Tom constantly, especially with the Police Department, has said that they have to come up with a plan and stick to it and try to figure out how to do it financially and do it right because they don’t want to bury themselves in BAN’s but they also don’t want to bury the taxpayers. He continued by saying that they need to come up with something to address these issues because they are dealing with public safety and when the weather is terrible they are lucky that they are able to manage the mechanical problems but someday it is going to come to a point where the bottoms are going to fall out of all their vehicles and they are not going to have anything. He concluded by saying that he requests that a committee gets set up or something else to address this issue so every year they are not scraping and trying to figure out the vehicle issues in each department.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that every year he turns in, under Highway Law Section 142, a list of equipment that he wants to replace and he keeps moving it ahead because nothing ever gets done about it.
Councilman Boehm stated that they bought a new pick-up this year.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that the big trucks plow the snow.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that with public safety, it is the Highway Department that is out there first and if they aren’t out there the police, fire companies or ambulances are not going.

Councilman Boehm stated that he agrees and it is tough but they have a 2% cap that they try to work with and added that they all would like to buy more police cars and highway trucks.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that pretty soon it is going to get to the point where they are not going to have any vehicles because they are not going to be able to fix them because they are so outdated.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that parts are getting hard to find.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that if they are not out on the roads because they don’t have the trucks, he does not know what will happen.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that the public does not want to hear that.

Councilman Boehm stated that if they raise the taxes over the 2% cap people can’t live here and if they can’t live here there is no sense plowing the roads and added that they are between a rock and a hard place.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he does not know about raising the taxes but they can BAN them and it has been done in the past.

Chief Darlington stated that he agrees that they are in between a rock and a hard place and he is not saying that it is going to be resolved but he is asking that they look at it and come up with some possibilities because they have a lot of intelligence and he thinks that maybe they can come up with some process.
Chief Darlington stated that his second issue is with the last Village Board Meeting when the Mayor went on a tirade by the lack of service of the Police Department and specifically attacked the integrity of an officer and as a result Trustee Warner called him that night and they looked into the incident. He continued by saying that it involved solicitors in the Village and he was told that a resident wrote a letter to the Mayor but ultimately found out that it was a handwritten message by his secretary with concerns about how one of the solicitors treated her and that the police told her to call the Village and the Mayor said that they refused to take and handle call. He added that in turn he called the resident and was advised that she never called the Police Department but worked with the officer on a part-time capacity at another job and in passing said what happened and questioned if this solicitor had a permit and the officer said that they did and then said that she could not believe that they give permits to people that act like this. He went on by saying that in turn the officer told her that she should let the Village know because they had other complaints and by letting them know could result in them losing their permit. He concluded by saying that she contacted the Village, there was some miscommunication and since then he has spoken with the Mayor, who apologized and has agreed to research it a little more before speaking negatively about the Police Department and he also asked that they come to him when they have issues prior to going public with it to make sure that they know the circumstances and allow them to address the issue before doing that and he wanted to make the Board was aware of it in case any of them got a phone call.
Supervisor Flach stated that he and the Chief went over to the Mayor’s Office and when they came back the Chief went downstairs and found out the crux of the matter and spoke to the woman involved and straightened everything out and then thanked the Police Department for taking care of it. He then asked if anyone else had any comments.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that she wanted to inform everyone that the City of Albany had a water main break in the Hannacroix Creek, which was actually four breaks and she found it funny that DEC gave the City of Albany a Special Permit to dig it up when they are still fighting with them to get down here to take care of our own. She continued by saying that for anyone that is curious as to why there are loaders or jersey barriers in the creek, they are repairing water mains.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they are doing it at night.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that one night they were there all night.

Councilman Masti inquired as to if they do it at all during the day.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that they do but they are there a lot of times at night.

Councilman Masti stated that a lot of what Albany does is done at night.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting.
