PRESENTATION
Summer Bike Races – Paul McDonnell

Supervisor Flach stated that Mr. Paul McDonnell is present to talk about the summer bike races and continued by introducing him and asking that he go to the microphone for his presentation.

Mr. McDonnell stated that he is a volunteer for the Capital Bicycle Racing Club and for the past 6-7 years they have been hosting cycling races in the Town of Coeymans and last year they hosted two races, the New York Capital Road Race, which was in August and a Wednesday night individual time trial in June. He continued by saying that the races are run by their not-for-profit organization and they are 100% volunteer run and a community organization throughout the capital region and they host races in multiple counties. He added that they would like to do the same races again this year and have dates they are recommending and each year he comes to the Town Board to discuss any issues or concerns regarding the races. He went on by saying that the Capital Region Road Race is a Saturday event and traditionally it has always been in August but this year they are hoping to move it to July 13th and it is the race that starts and ends at the high school and goes through a lot of the hills and open roads in the county and town. He continued by saying that for the time trials they are considering doing two Wednesdays this year, if it acceptable to the Town and the dates they are considering are the first two Wednesdays in June where they have lots of daylight and will be June 5th & June 12th. He reiterated that they are not-for-profit events and each year they have been able to donate money back to the Ravena Rescue Squad and Coeymans Hollow Fire Department. He concluded by saying that they are not proposing any changes or difference in the route or timing or anything to that affect.
Councilman Boehm asked if the time trials were new last year.

Mr. McDonnell stated that it was for the first time in the Town of Coeymans last year.

Councilman Boehm stated that they started at the creek by Collins’ farm last year.
Mr. McDonnell stated that it was a 12 mile out and back event and it is individually and not in groups and you are riding against the clock in 30 second increments and they started on the bridge on Rte. 143. He added that if they host it this year they are going to move it down a couple hundred yards from the bridge where there are wider shoulders and 6 miles out will get you almost to Rte. 32 where there is a 180 degree turn and then back to where you started.

Councilman Boehm inquired about adding another one this year.

Mr. McDonnell stated that this is their suggestion and it was pretty popular with 50 participants last year and for that type race it is a good attendance.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if they stop or delay traffic when the bikes take off.

Mr. McDonnell stated that technically they don’t do that but they do stop traffic as needed at the turn-around where there is a trooper and last year the Town provided a Town Officer at the start and it is good to have a vehicle there with lights flashing just to bring awareness and for better sight vision of the motorists.
Councilman Masti asked if the 100 yards is further east so they have a nice straightaway to start off or if it is further west.

Mr. McDonnell stated that it is further east and they wanted to move further away from where County Route 102 intersects with Rte. 143 and further from the bridge itself because when racers were waiting to start their time they waited on the shoulder but it was narrow on the bridge and they wanted to get away from that vicinity and in going east there are no nearby intersecting roads.
Supervisor Flach stated that it has worked out very good so far and there have been no complaints and it is a good thing for the community and anything that brings people into the community is a great thing for our community.

Councilman Boehm stated that it is very well run.
Supervisor Flach asked for a motion authorizing the bike races.

MOTION

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, authorizing the Supervisor to address a letter to Mr. McDonnell approving the race date of Saturday, July 13th and June 5th and 12th for the time trial races as well as sending a copy Chief Darlington so he is aware of it. 
VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS – SO MOVED

Councilman Masti inquired as to what time the trials will be.

Mr. McDonnell stated that they start at 6:30pm after rush-hour is over and they are done by 7:30.

Supervisor Flach asked if they will need an officer at the beginning of each race.

Mr. McDonnell stated that the races are run under DOT permit and it requires an officer at the turn-around but it is not required at the start but he would be asking Chief Darlington if they can have a non-dedicated officer at the start for the full hour of the racing, which he thinks that they had last year.
Councilman Dolan inquired as to what time the race is on July 13th.

Mr. McDonnell stated that it is about 4 hours of total racing with the first racers going off at 10:30am and the parking lot of the school is full long before then and continued by saying that the racers are warming up on CR 101 and the back exit out of the high-school is the warm-up area. He concluded by saying that the race itself runs for about 3 ½ hours and riders still out there after that are on their own. 

Supervisor Flach asked how long the time trial events are.

Mr. McDonnell stated that it is about an hour and they start every 30 seconds so you can get 60 people started in ½ hour and if it rains they will be done quicker. He added that for the Road Race in August of last year it rained almost the whole race but it didn’t seem to discourage anyone and they still had over 300 people doing the race.

Councilman Boehm inquired about marking the course and putting signs up so people are aware of the race.

Mr. McDonnell stated that they put up signs the day of the race and they are standard DOT signs that are mandatory but there are also a couple of DOT signs that they put up a week before the race that give the date.
Supervisor Flach stated that it sounded good.

Mr. McDonnell stated that he would follow-up with an e-mail as well as do the coordination with the police in addition to filling out a form for the use of the park and provide a Certificate of Insurance.

Collectively the Town Board thanked Mr. McDonnell.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Flach stated that there were many people present to comment and then asked that anyone wishing to speak to limit their time to a couple of minutes. He continued by saying that there are a couple of proposals in front of the Town Board, which calls for a repeal of enactment of the NY SAFE Act and Bill #AD3908, which requires owners of firearms to obtain liability insurance in an amount of not less than one million dollars and he believes that it is currently on the floor of the State Assembly and has not gone through yet. He added that he does not believe that they as a local government should let the State infringe on their rights and  the Constitution’s Amendments and he believes that there are some things within the NY SAFE Act that are legit such as mental disorders that need to be looked into before someone can get a gun. He went on by saying that he and many others in the state have voiced their displeasure on the issuance of a law that was passed overnight and there are 24 counties that have passed resolutions and 19 counties have proposed legislation against the gun law and 13 counties are silent. He concluded by saying that he would open it up to public comment and asked that anyone coming to the microphone to state their name.
Mr. Frank Galea stated that does not own any type of assault weapon that is involved in the ban but there are some points of the law that are ludicrous and he has some information that was sent to him by a retired law enforcement officer and continued by reading the following:
If you own an 11-round magazine, it is equivalent to a Class D Felony; some Class D Felonies are sexual abuse in the first degree and aggravated sexual assault.

He continued by saying that just owning it and not even using it in a crime puts you in a Class D Felony situation, which is ludicrous and added that drugs are illegal but there is a prolific market for them and this law is going to create another black market opportunity for people who are not willing to obey the law.
Mr. Scott Osterhout stated that as Supervisor Flach had said and as they are aware, the law was passed illegally and the process in which it was done is absolutely wrong and if they let it go and the government takes this right, he wonders what is coming next. He added that he has a belief that every lawmaker who voted for the law violated the oath that they voted to uphold, which is everyone’s rights and to their oath to protect those rights and in voting for this law, in his opinion he believes that their oaths don’t mean anything to them and they don’t deserve to be in office. He concluded by saying that he asks them as a Board to please stand up for their rights because they upheld a similar oath and they are asking that they tell them what their stance is in making sure that their rights are protected by the Town.
Mr. Jeffrey Lukens stated that he agrees with the two previous speakers and he would hope that the Town Board stands up for their rights to bear arms, which was put in place a long time ago and this it is how he was raised and he hopes that they all agree and stand up for their rights.
Mr. Shawn Snyder stated that he is a 13-year Combat Veteran and he raised his hand to say that he would protect the Constitution and he believes that many politicians say that and don’t realize what they are actually saying and they feel that they can make whatever rules they want. He added that the 1st Amendment is guaranteed and any type of speech, whether hateful, vile, or whether they agree with it or not, he raised his hand to protect that speech and the 2nd Amendment is just as important and now people feel as though they can trample on that amendment. He continued by saying that he does not care what kind of gun it is and if he is a law abiding citizen and does not break any laws, he should be able have as many firearms as he wants, as well as bullets and no one has the right to ask him what he plans on doing with them. He went on by saying that if he wants them to sit in his attic and collect dust and cat hair, this is what he wants them to do and no one can say that he can’t say that because it offends them because it is free speech. He concluded by saying that the 2nd Amendment is the right to bear arms and he does not think that it was hot out when they wrote it and they wanted bare arms because what they meant was fire arms.
Mr. Gary Bogardus stated that he wanted to commend the Board for brining this to the floor and he hopes that they all put their signatures on it. He added that they have 40-50 year old guns that are now illegal and they have made criminals out of law abiding people and to echo what everyone else had said, they are taking their rights away one right after another and if it’s not on the State level, it’s the Federal Government. He continued by saying that if you sit down and go through and count the laws on the rights that have been taken away in the last 4-5 years you would have a long list and he thinks that the gun issue will come back and bite some people come election time.
Mr. Victor Jurevis stated that the Supervisor voiced his concerns and added that he would like to hear the rest of the Board’s thoughts on it.
Councilman Dolan stated that they would talk about it later in the meeting because it is time for public comment.

Councilman Boehm suggested that they do the resolutions at hand after public comment.

Supervisor Flach stated that at the conclusion of public comment they would put the resolutions forward and when it is seconded for discussion, the other Board Members can share their thoughts.

Ms. Sylvia Lawler stated that she wanted to make sure that everyone who was commenting on the gun issue is finished so the comments can all be together and then asked if anyone else would be commenting on it because she would like to comment on something else after that.
Ms. Anne Marie Vadney stated that she wanted to say that there is nothing in the law that has been passed that can be justified based on facts, experience and history so therefore she speaks on behalf of herself and other people that she knows and the entire law should be repealed totally and the issues that are causing problems should be addressed separately such as mental health laws. She concluded by saying that government representatives have the donkey’s butt where the head should be in trying to take their rights away based on non-factual information.
Mr. David Flach stated that he lives on Blodgett Road and he loves his guns and to him those who don’t have a gun don’t know what they are missing. He added that he enjoys using them and in owning a farm they come in handy when for instance he had a coyote kill one of his calves which he never did get but he can at least deter them and protect his animals and his home. He continued by saying that to him, a gun is a security blanket for those who own them and he would definitely miss owning his and he has had a permit to carry a concealed hand gun for 51 years and he has never shot it at anyone.
Mr. Rodney Krzykowski stated that he does not know if it pertains strictly to guns or not but he thinks along the lines of all the laws that are being passed, everyone should revisit the Constitution and Bill of Rights because our government is trampling on all of them. He continued by saying that it is very clearly stated what they can and can’t do but they don’t seem to care and it’s time that they are brought in to rein.
Ms. Donna Pasquini stated that she is a gun owner and has had a concealed pistol permit for 33 years and she has yet to shoot it at anyone or even aim it at anyone. She continued by saying that this will apply to resident who hunt and the only ones that are going to be affected are those who have their guns legally and are willing to say that they own a rifle. She added that she does not know how they plan on doing the law because anyone that has a handgun illegally is not going to step forward and say they have it and the only people that they are going after are those that are legal with their weapons and concluded by asking that the Town Board consider this.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments on the subject, hearing none he invited Ms. Lawler to comment.
Ms. Sylvia Lawler stated that she is a resident of the Town of Coeymans and her comments are on an entirely different subject, which are the zoning maps. She continued by saying that at the last meeting the Board brought up the fact that there was gong to be some rezoning and she thinks that they all knew that this was coming. She added that she is confused and she finds the maps very confusing and she was wondering if there would be some kind of Workshop for the residents so they can better understand it. She went on by saying that another thing that she found confusing was the Notice in last week’s News Herald stating that the Town had completed the State Environmental Quality Review Act on the Zoning and the EAF before the public comment period and she is not sure how those determinations can be made until the public has had an opportunity to comment and it seems a bit like putting the cart before the horse to her. She then asked that they clarify it or have a Workshop where some of these things can be clarified.
Supervisor Flach stated that he would check into a Workshop and continued by saying that the zoning map change has been on the books since the Comprehensive Plan was done in 2007 and have been on the website since that time.

Ms. Lawler stated that only the final draft of the Comprehensive Plan is on the website and the adopted one is not on the website. 

Supervisor Flach interjected that the zoning map has been on the website since 2007 and no one had taken the time to adopt it. He added that there are people above the Hamlet, and above the Port of Coeymans, who have property that they would like to be able to do something with to bring business into that part of the town and to do this they have to jump through hoops with zoning variances and he thinks that they have waited long enough. He continued by saying that the only way to bring this community to prosperity is to bring businesses and jobs in this town before they can build houses and there is a business at the Port of Coeymans that looks like they will be signing a contract, which will possible bring a couple hundred jobs to this Town. 

Ms. Lawler stated that this is not what she is objecting to and added that she is objecting to the fact that the map that C.T. Male recently did as it compares to the other and she can’t go through the Comprehensive Plan if she only has the final draft and reiterated that she finds it confusing. She continued by saying that she is certainly not suggesting that there not be some rezoning but she thinks that there is protocol and there should be a public comment period before things are decided. She went on by asking if there could be a Workshop, and it might be the fault of the public in not asking for it long before now, because if they can’t understand the maps, they cannot make intelligent public comment.
Supervisor Flach stated that there is a Public Hearing on March 11th and at that time they will be having blow-ups of the maps.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch asked if they would be willing to accept public comment up to that point in time.

Supervisor Flach stated that they absolutely would.

Councilman Dolan stated that they said that at the last meeting.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch interjected that they will accept public comment anytime between now and the time of the Hearing.

Ms. Lawler stated that she cannot submit intelligent public comment because the maps are so confusing and she is not the only one that thinks they are confusing and continued by asking if there will be a time when someone can walk them through them.
Supervisor Flach stated that at anytime anyone can come down and they could go through the maps and the maps and reiterated that the maps are online and if you go into the website you can click on the map and blow-up any section and look at individual parcels.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch asked if there is a question, if it be possible for a Town resident to call who ever prepared the maps.

Supervisor Flach stated that they could at anytime.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch suggested that she call C.T. Male.

Mrs. Lawler stated that she will call C.T. Male.

Supervisor Flach stated that she can come in and he will sit at a table with her and go over the maps.

Ms. Lawler stated that when they give a Negative Declaration, they are saying that there are no adverse impacts but from where she sits there is industrial zoning right up to the mouth of her road and she already cannot sleep because of the noise of the Port and her neighbors windows are cracking because of the truck traffic. She continued by saying that they tell her the trucks will be traveling between 6am and 6pm but she is on the road to New Jersey at 5am and by the time she gets to Exit 22 trucks are coming out and concluded by saying that she is a little nervous about further industrial zoning when the zoning in place is not being enforced.
Ms. JoAnn Segal stated that she lives in the Town of Coeymans and she has looked at the maps and does not understand them and when she went to the website, the maps did not get bigger and added that her computer can make them bigger but you can’t read anything. She continued by saying that someone also said that there would be overlays where the old map would go on the new map so you can see what the changes are, which would be good because she cannot tell what the changes are and she can’t figure out what has changed.
Supervisor Flach suggested that she call his office and added that Town Clerk Millious has copies of the maps and they are just finishing up the overlays so people can have the opportunity to look at them before the Public Hearing.

Ms. Segal stated that in looking at the industrial sections, which are gray, they use to be classified according to the type of industry but now it seems like they are all combined and there won’t be any differentiation and then asked if it is how it is and if it is all going to be heavy industry rather than commercial.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is just industry because there already is commercial, which is red.

Ms. Segal inquired as to what type of industrial.

Supervisor Flach stated that the zoning maps are an action and in talking about the Negative Declaration, it is not on the action, it’s if someone wants to put a business there, and it is at that time when permits are issued that everything is looked at and for an example they would not let anyone in to bury nuclear waste.

Ms. Segal asked who would decide that and whether it would be the Town Board.
Supervisor Flach reiterated that it would be that time that everything is looked at by the Town and DEC.

Ms. Segal asked the difference between commercial and industrial and if they want to bring in more industry and she does not think that she understands the difference between them but industrial sounds dirty to her.

Councilman Dolan interjected that there are definitions to those and Town Clerk Millious could provide them.

Ms. Segal stated that she saw the old definitions but she has not seen the new.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she has the map, definitions and the Notice in her office.
Ms. Anne Marie Vadney stated that she had several questions that she wanted to propose and get answers to prior to the Public Hearing. She added that she has sat at several Zoning Meetings and unfortunately there were only 2-3 people present and there should have been many more interested residents and business owners. She continued by saying that she is all for supporting and enhancing our community with businesses as well as residential but she still has not had answers to questions such as what the interface is between the new zoning and Local Law 1&2 and the duplication in both processes and why they have it as well as how the zoning in combination with Local Laws 1&2 promote incentive for individuals in this community as well as outside of the community to come here.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he added that Councilman Boehm had suggested that they go right to the New York SAFE Act resolution and then asked if everyone was comfortable with doing it.

Councilman Dolan asked if they could go right to the discussion of it first.

Supervisor Flach stated that they could.

DISCUSSION & RESOLUTIONS – NEW YORK SAFE ACT & LIABILITY INSURANCE
Councilman Masti asked if they are answering Mr. Jurevis question as to where the Town Board Members stand.
Supervisor Flach stated that they are.

Councilman Masti stated that he is in favor of the resolution and added that as far as Ortiz’s bill with requiring everyone to have a one million dollar policy, he does not see where it will help anyone other than an insurance agent who sells the policy and most policies have a stipulation that if you are using your firearm in the act of a crime it violates the policy. He continued by saying that and as far as the SAFE Act itself, it is 50 some pages and very confusing with a bunch of lawyer talk and in looking at the Constitution, they wrote it pretty simple, the Bill of Rights is pretty simple, the right to keep and bear arms and the 4th Amendment states that you have the right to be secure in your home, which a lot of people feel with a gun, and they are not the criminals. He went on by saying that it is going to cost the State Police 33 million dollars to start tracking this and they spent millions of dollars for tracking shot bullets but it didn’t do anything to deter crime. He continued by saying that he spoke with Pete Lopez and Steve McLaughlin about the process that should have been followed where the Bill is brought to a committee, then brought to the floor and there is a three day waiting period for discussion to get the facts after having the time to read the entire bill and then they talk to their constituents. He added that Governor Cuomo said that there was not time for the process because it was an emergency and the only emergency that he can see is that we were the first State in America to come out with a tougher, newer, more improved gun law, which was a joke only to say that we were first and he does not like politicians playing off of other people’s grief to look good. He went on by saying that it needs to go back to the Planning Board and they need to start from scratch as well as the fact that there are 28 different proposals wrapped into one with only a few of them being good with the majority being garbage. He continued by saying that they need to break out simple little things but they wrap it into one thing and you can’t understand it and he knows that mental health is a big problem because he works in a hospital and he sees mental health patients that go out and come back in because the system is broke. He added that the majority in attendance own guns and no one has killed anyone and he hopes that he never has to kill anyone but if he is faced in a situation where someone is trying to kill him, he prays he is quicker on the draw. He reiterated that they are going against the Constitution and even our own State Constitution, which is the founding of America and they should not be giving an inanimate object a personality and character because guns are not evil and he knows someone that put their AR on the ground for two days with the safety off and it didn’t kill a single person. He continued by saying that there is no common sense in the law and they need to sit down and talk to people who know about guns, who know about mental health and various other things instead of going behind closed doors with yes men and people who are promoting your agenda. He concluded by saying that they are attacking assault weapons because of what happened in Sandy Hook and the Bushmaster Rifle was still in the trunk and it is all just a show and if they want to put together a serious law, they should all work together on it. He then asked Mr. Jurevis if he had any other specific questions.
Mr. Jurevis stated that he wanted to know how each Board Member felt about the SAFE Act because it was brought up by Supervisor Flach but he wanted to know how everyone else felt.
Councilman Boehm stated that he was brought up with guns, he owns guns and he has no problem with supporting it and he is glad that Supervisor Flach brought it up. He added that it’s tough sometime at the Town level and you forget when things are at the State and even Federal levels and reiterated that he is happy to vote for the resolution.

Supervisor Flach stated that he is a gun owner himself and for him one of the worse things about it was how fast it was enacted when even Connecticut has not passed a bill and they have heard so many different comments and Steve McLaughlin is quite against it and has stood up for gun owners. He continued by saying that he personally sent a letter to the Governor and he encourages everyone to write to their Senators because he thinks it helps to hear from the general public and one of the things that he said to the Governor is that we have alcohol, which is so much more broad and drunk drivers kill more people than guns kill people and he does not see them banning alcohol because a few people have abused it and if you do one you have to do the other. He added by saying that this is something that was rushed and not thought through and he does agree that something has to be done for the mentally ill, they should be checked and as far as having to register every gun that you have he thinks that it helps the criminal to know where there are guns and he believes that 99% of the bill was poorly done and there are only 1 or 2 good points. He concluded by saying that he wanted to give Councilman Masti credit for bringing it to his attention that a lot of counties and towns have actually done the resolutions and he used some of their wording.
Councilwoman Rogers stated that she is in favor of the resolution, she grew up with guns and her husband has a pistol permit, which was done the honest way by taking a test and getting fingerprinted. She added that the only ones that are going to be hurt are the honest people with the guns and those with the illegal guns are still going to run free and do what they want and the honest ones who have their fingerprints taken and register their guns are the ones that are going to pay. She concluded by saying that it needs to be repealed because it something else that they are trying to shove down their throats.
Supervisor Flach stated that he had one more thing to add and continued by saying that he spoke to some law enforcement and one of the things that the DA’s have really pushed in Albany County is against drunk driving and they are making it so you can’t plea out as easy for drunk driving, it might get lessened but it is not let go and for younger people they don’t plea bargain at all. He continued by saying that the officer also said that a lot of times with guns and gun violence they are pled down and they have to be harder on the criminals who do something wrong with a gun and you can’t let the criminal with a gun violation plead out, they have to penalized to the full extent of the law for criminal behavior. 

Councilman Dolan stated that he would come at it from a different point but probably would end up at the same place and added that he does think that there are some things in the law that are worth pursuing and he agrees that mixing them all in together like that is wrong and there are some things that are in the resolution that he does not agree with, which he has expressed to his colleagues. He added that he thinks it is important as an expression of what their constituents are telling them that they feel their voice has been left out in the equation. He continued by saying that a resolution from any Town Board or County has no weight or bearing other than an expression of the voice of constituents and he is hearing what people are saying to him, which is that they feel as though it is being shoved down their throat. He went on by saying that they can talk about the use of the emergency provision or how the bill was constructed but the bottom line is that people feel as though this is being shoved down their throat and people should not feel as though their government is doing that to them. He added that even though he feels that it won’t change a thing and it is not something that the Town can change but he would encourage everyone to call Assemblyman Lopez at 455-5363 and Senator Tkaczyk at 455-2470 and he believes that Assemblyman Lopez voted against it and Senator Tkaczyk was not in office yet and didn’t have the opportunity to vote either way. He concluded by saying that he thinks that it is important that while the resolution will act as their voice, it is important that individual people call and send letters and tell the elected officials what is on their mind because that is the only way that they will know and reiterated that he hears what people are saying but he does not think that by them passing the resolution is really going to do much but it is all they have.
Councilman Masti interjected that at least they will be giving their God given right to say they don’t like this. He added that in looking at the ammunition, they are asking your name, address, & caliber, which is a back door way to register whatever fire arms you have not already registered because if you are buying ammunition, obviously you have a gun and they are getting you one way or the other, which is not right. He continued by saying that so much of this goes on in government and in looking at New York State, the biggest problem is 80% of the legislative power is from Westchester County down and the simple country folk who know how to use fire arms and don’t find them threatening and enjoy using them are the minority in this state. He added that Pete Lopez did a good job and Steve McLaughlin did a good job but then you have people like Ortiz who think that guns are evil and 80% of the Legislative body are there along with Cuomo so it is going to be a hard fight. He went on by saying that they can’t just roll over and die and give up because the whole country is watching New York and if they let it happen here they will walk all over the rest of the United States and you might as well throw out the entire Constitution because if you throw out one of the bills of their rights who knows what will happen to the rest such as freedom of speech, freedom of the press or freedom to raise your children your way. He concluded by saying that it is an ugly slope and every one knows what happens with registration, because what happens after registration is confiscation and then extermination, which is history and it is there if you read it. He then thanked them for letting him give his opinion because it is frustrating sitting on their side of the table when they can’t comment.
Mr. Juervis thanked the Town Board for their opinions.

Councilman Masti thanked him for asking.

Supervisor Flach asked that Councilman Masti read the resolution in support of the Second Amendment.

RES. #54-13 AUTHORIZE SUPPORT OF SECOND AMENDMENT

On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Councilman Boehm, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

CALLING FOR REPEAL OF THE ENACTMENT OF THE NEW YORK SAFE ACT

WHEREAS, the Right of the People to Keep and Bear Arms is guaranteed as an Individual Right under the Second Amendment to the United States Constitution and that this right is regarded as an inalienable right of the people of the Town of Coeymans; and

WHEREAS, the lawful ownership and use of firearms is, and has been, a valued tradition in the Town of Coeymans and that the right to bear arms is exercised by many Town residents for which the Town derives economic and environmental benefits from safe forms of recreation involving firearms which includes hunting and target shooting; and

WHEREAS, our New York State representatives could not and did not have the time to request and receive the input of their constituents regarding this matter which is the standard by which the Town of Coeymans holds itself to when it comes to the enactment of such a controversial law and is a matter of simple due process; and

WHEREAS, the crafting of the New York SAFE Act resulted in complex policy changes, many subject to interpretation and are confusing to a vast number of public officials as well as the law enforcement officials who are required to enforce and explain them; and 

WHEREAS, in our opinion, there was no reason for the Governor to use a message of necessity to bring this bill to vote immediately and bypass the three day maturing process for all legislation; and 

WHEREAS, requiring law-abiding firearms owners to verify ownership of certain types of firearms every five years, in addition to registering them on their permits, which now must also be renewed every five years, does not increase the safety of the public and is unnecessarily burdensome to the residents of New York State; and 

WHEREAS, the only persons who will comply with the new high-capacity magazine ban are law-abiding citizens, leaving the same high-capacity magazines in the hands of those who choose not to obey the law; and 

WHEREAS, requiring documentation of all ammunition sales in New York State, as provided for in this legislation, is a significant unfunded mandate on businesses and is a back-door approach to all firearms registration; and

WHEREAS, this legislation fails to offer any meaningful solution to firearms violence and places increased burdens where they do not belong, square on the backs of law-abiding citizens; and

WHEREAS, while there are some areas of the legislation that the Town of Coeymans finds encouraging, such as addressing glaring shortcomings in the mental health system, the strengthening of Kendra’s Law and Mark’s Law (which provides additional penalties for assaulting first responders), as well as privacy protections for pistol permit holders, by-and-large, we find the legislation does little more than negatively impact lawful firearms ownership;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans Town Board does hereby demand the repeal of all the section of the New York SAFE Act which we believe infringes upon the right of the people to keep and bear arms; and is in our opinion unconstitutional under both the Federal and State Constitution; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans strongly encourages the members of the New York State Legislature to hold public hearings to address the issue of gun violence in a way that will produce meaningful results; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans Town Board requests the member of the New York State Senate and Assembly who represent all or part of the Town of Coeymans, to reply in writing, with their views on, and actions taken, in support of, or opposition to, the New York SAFE Act; and be it further

RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be sent to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senator Dean Skelos, Senator Cecelia Tkaczyk, Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver, Assemblyman Peter Lopez and the New York State Association of Towns.

Supervisor Flach asked if there was any other discussion.

Councilman Dolan stated that he wanted to thank Councilman Masti for his emphasis that he put on the words unfunded mandates because he meant to bring that up.

Councilman Masti stated that it will cost the taxpayer and then they want the Town Clerk’s and County Clerk’s to do it but nothing about the Executive Branch paying for it, which is just wrong.
Supervisor Flach asked that Councilman Boehm read the resolution in opposition to the proposed legislation regarding liability insurance for firearms owners.

RES. #55-13 OPPOSITION OF FIREARMS MANDATE TO BUY LIABILITY INSURANCE
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, there is currently pending in the New York State Assembly Bill #AD3908, which will require owners of firearms to obtain liability insurance in an amount not less than one million dollars; and

WHEREAS, said proposed legislation has been referred to the Assembly Legislative Committee on Insurance; and

WHEREAS, this proposed legislation constitutes nothing more tan a back door approach to prohibit legal firearms ownership in this State; and

WHEREAS, such mandatory insurance coverage would accomplish nothing more than to burden responsible, law-abiding taxpayers wile doing nothing to prevent the perpetrators of criminal acts involving firearms; and

WHEREAS, it is constitutionally impermissible to require citizens to obtain liability insurance to exercise their rights under the second amendment; and

WHEREAS, the only predictable outcome of the passage of this law is an increase in profits to insurance companies;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans herby strongly opposes any attempt to mandate firearms owners to buy liability insurance; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Coeymans Town Board requests the members of the New York State Senate and Assembly who represent all, or part of, Town of Coeymans to reply in writing with their views on, and actions taken, in support of, or opposition to the Proposed Firearms Insurance Bill, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be sent to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senator Dean Skelos, Senator Cecilia Tkaczyk, Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver, Assemblyman Peter Lopez, Assemblyman Felix Ortiz and the New York State Association of Towns.

Councilman Masti stated that he does not think that he has anyone joining him on the bill.

Councilman Boehm asked if Ortiz was sponsoring the bill.

Councilman Masti stated that he is and he is from Brooklyn or the Bronx.
Supervisor Flach stated that this has not come to be yet and anything that they can do beforehand will be good.

Councilman Masti stated that as far as he knows it is still with the Insurance Committee and you can go online to see who the members are and in turn get a hold of their office and kill it before it gets out of Committee.

Supervisor Flach interjected that if they had known about the SAFE Act; they could have done the same and gotten it before it was passed.

A member of the audience suggested that they can go into their offices at the rally.

Councilman Masti stated that anyone attending the rally should not bring any metal objects in the building and added that he will be there and a lot of the people are receptive and you can sign the book and make your feelings known by getting their names and e-mail address and flooding their offices. 

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Councilman Masti stated that everyone should be respectful at the rally because doing anything other would not give you a good kind of attention.

He added that there is a lot of information down there and it is great to talk to other people in similar size towns and share information.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Councilman Masti stated that he wanted to thank those who showed up for comments earlier because this is what America is about and it was only the second time that he has seen that many people in the audience and added that if you want your Town to run the right way, you should show up.

Councilman Boehm stated that as they said at the Association of Towns, Town government is in the trenches and directly connected to the people in this type of forum.

Supervisor Flach thanked everyone for coming and then asked for a motion to adjourn.
