PRESENTATION

Southworth Milton Cat – Chris DiAcetis

Supervisor Flach stated that Mr. Chris DiAcetis from Southworth Milton Cat was present to give a presentation and invited him to the microphone.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that he was representing Milton Cat and has been speaking with Highway Superintendent Deering about a new wheel loader for the Highway Department. He added that they at Milton Cat understand that smaller towns like Coeymans don’t always tend to have the money to purchase machines outright so they came up with a couple of options, with one being a lease option for 3,4,5 and up to 10 year lease with a dollar buy out and the machine that they were discussing is a 938K and with the coupler it is $145,000.00 and as an example if they do a ten-year lease at $15,000.00 for 10 years with a dollar buy out, they own the machine after ten years and the machine that they would be replacing is the1980 950, which the Town has had for 33 years with many, many hours on it. He continued by saying that Milton Cat also offers an annual Trade-In Program and the way that it works is that it is $10.00 an hour a year plus pricing increases so if you get a new machine May 1st and put 500 hours on it, which they discussed and they would not use it for that long, and at the end of the year you would pay $5,000.00 plus price increases, which tend to be 1-3% and last year it only went up $1,000.00 so if you did 500 hours plus the price increase, the machine would cost $6,000.00 for the year and the benefit is that it would be under full warranty for the year of an unlimited warranty with the machine and the only thing that they would ever have to do is grease the machine and 1-2 oil changes. He went on by saying that the machines are Tier 4, which is emissions and they put a DPF (diesel particulate filter) in the machine, which is better for the environment. He concluded by asking if anyone had any questions and added that he does have pricing for the machine that he and Highway Superintendent were discussing.

Supervisor Flach asked if he had copies.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that he did and distributed them to the Town Board.

Supervisor Flach asked if the option for $6,000.00 a year is with the 10-year lease.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that it isn’t and it is the second option, the Trade-In Program, which is $10.00 an hour plus price increases and they could be more than $1,000.00 and one month rental for that size machine would be $5,500.00 and they are almost getting a full year for that price.

Supervisor Flach stated that they would deliver the machine and the Town would pay $10.00 an hour and then asked if they don’t want it renewed, if they just turn it back over to them. 

Mr. DiAcetis stated that was correct.

Councilman Masti inquired as to what the biggest price increase was that he has seen.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that it was from 2011-2012 and it was because it went from Tier 3 to Tier 4 and everyone went up and they along with their competitors went up 5-15% and the machine that they are talking about went up $6,000.00 and he is not sure what the percent was. He added that they are now in Tier 4 and it is going to Tier 4 final and there will not be anymore major increases and for that size machine averages 1-3% price increase.
Councilman Masti inquired as to how often the Town would get a new one.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that if they do the annual Trade-In Program, they would do it every year so if they got one May 1st this year, they would get another one in May next year and it is under full warranty for the full year.

Councilman Masti stated that they would pay $10.00 an hour plus whatever it went up and at the end of the year trade it in for a new one and start all over again.

Mr. DiAcetis stated that was correct and added that it is almost a no-brainer because if you look at the monthly rental and you look at what the 950 is costing them a year, which he is sure has to be costing the Town $5,000.00 a year and the only thing that they will have to do with a new one is change the oil and grease it and there would no be any repair costs.
Supervisor Flach thanked Mr. DiAcetis and added that the Town Board would be discussing it with Highway Superintendent Deering and at $6,000.00 a year vs. $15,000.00 a year to take out a Bond sounds like a good plan. He then asked if there were any other questions, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Flach invited the public to comment at this time.

Ms. Sylvia Lawler stated that from 6-8 they had an informal and unofficial Public Hearing on some rezoning that is proposed for the Town and she would like for those watching at home, to try and go to the Town’s website and learn more about it. She added that there is handicap access at Town Hall and there is going to be another Public Hearing on April 8, 2013 and that everyone should get involved because rezoning of the Town is going to affect everyone and hopefully in a positive rather than adverse way if they allow themselves to become part of the process and work with the Town Board and Planning Board as it moves forward.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Supervisor Flach stated that there were two sets of minutes for Town Board approval, a Town Board Meeting on February 25, 2013 and a Bid Opening on March 7, 2013 and continued by asking for a motion.

Councilman Dolan stated that he wanted to add the word “yet” to Mr. David Flach’s comments and added that he thinks it is missing the essence of his commentary by not including the word yet.

Supervisor Flach stated that he does not think that they will be adding it to the minutes and added that Mr. Flach made a comment that he had owned a permit to carry a concealed hand gun for 51 years and he has never shot it at anyone and he does not feel as though they need to add the word yet and then thanked Councilman Dolan for the oversight.

Councilman Dolan stated that he pointed out the oversight.

Supervisor Flach stated that he is inclined to disagree and it was not an oversight and then asked for a motion.

MOTION

On motion of Councilwoman Rogers, seconded by Councilman Masti, the Minutes were approved as presented and read.

OLD BUSINESS

Bid Opening – Highway All-Season Dump Body

Supervisor Flach stated that there was a bid opening on March 7, 2013 and then asked if either Highway Superintendent Deering or Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles wanted to speak on it.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that there was a bid opening last Thursday at 2:00pm and Loughberry Manufacturing was the low bidder out of three bids with the other two being Flach and Arrowhead.

Supervisor Flach stated that the low bid was $21,126.00 plus options and it is a 2013 truck body for the 2000 Sterling truck, which the side dump is rotting away because of the salt and then asked Highway Superintendent Deering if it is a tuck that they use all year round.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is.

Supervisor Flach stated that the Board has to decide and they have approximately $3,000.00 left over from the purchase of the Town Highway pick-up truck because they budgeted $40,000.00 and it cost $37,000.00. He added that they have the old pick-up, which is a 2003 Ford that they want to put on Auctions International because the book value is $10,000.00 and the Sewer Department does need a truck but he is not sure if they want to spend that much on a 2003 truck when they might possibly be getting a headache from the Highway Department. He continued by saying that with the sale of that pick-up truck they have the potential of $10,000.00 plus the $3,000.00 and the truck body is $21,000.00 plus options.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles interjected that with the options it is $26,624.75, which is still under the other two bids.

Supervisor Flach stated that he has not had a chance to talk to Highway Superintendent Deering to talk about it and then asked if they can use that money from the pick-up along with the remaining $3,000.00 that was left over and money from the repair fund to get the rest of it.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it can’t come from the repair fund and of the money that they were given for repair, they have spent $22,000.00 of it already in two months time and some of the repairs could not be done last year because they didn’t have the money last year.

Supervisor Flach stated that there also was $48,000.00 for salt.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they have used $10,000.00 of that.

Councilman Boehm stated that it is for the second half of the snow season coming in the fall in this budget.
Supervisor Flach stated that they need to come up with approximately $16,000.00 and then asked if there were any suggestions.

Councilman Dolan suggested that they table it until they identify $16,000.00.

Supervisor Flach stated that they need to come up with it because they don’t want to borrow money.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles interjected that he is pretty sure that the bid is usually good for 30 days.

Supervisor Flach stated that he agrees with Councilman Dolan and they should table it until the next meeting on March 25th and they need to look at the finances of the Highway Department to see if there are places that they can take a little bit from here and there and come up with the money.
MOTION
On motion of Councilman Dolan, seconded by Supervisor Flach, to table the bid for the All-Season Dump Body.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that the price is good for 30 days from the date issued, which was March 7th.

Supervisor Flach stated that the next meeting is in two weeks and they have until April 7th.
Ravena Rescue Squad – March Payment

Supervisor Flach stated that they are still waiting for an audit of the Ravena Rescue Squad and in the meantime they would like payment for March.
Councilman Boehm asked if there was an indication as to when it would be done.

Supervisor Flach stated that they thought it would be within the next couple of weeks because they are having a hard time getting together with Ravena Rescue Squad due to the fact that it is mostly volunteers on the part of the Board. He then asked for a motion allowing him to make the March payment, which is budgeted for.

Councilman Masti asked if they can make a stipulation that they make themselves more available.

Councilman Boehm suggested that they make it the last payment until the audit is done.

Supervisor Flach stated that he thinks they can talk to them and admonish them to make sure that they work with the auditor and then suggested that they make March’s payment because it is in the budget and in April they will decide again what they want to do.

MOTION

On motion of Councilwoman Rogers, seconded by Councilman Dolan authorizing the Supervisor to issue the March payment to the Ravena Rescue Squad.
VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Councilman Dolan stated that although they are not voting this way, the majority of the Board would be disinclined to do an April payment if the audit is not completed because the Rescue Squad was not available to have it done.

Councilman Masti stated that he would put it in the minutes that he is favor of that because the Rescue Squad has to make themselves more available or else this will drag on forever.

Supervisor Flach stated that he would like to discuss it at the next meeting also because it is going to be a little closer and then they can decide what they are going to do.

NEW BUSINESS

Generator Service Agreement 

Supervisor Flach stated that there is a Service Agreement for the generator that he needs authorization to sign and it is something that they do every year.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles interjected that it is a two-year agreement.

Supervisor Flach continued by reading the following:

Attached please find the 2013 Generator Agreement that must be approved by the Board and signed by the Supervisor.

Please forward a copy of the signed agreement to the Highway Department for our records. Thank you.

Supervisor Flach asked that Highway Supervisor Deering explain what it is for.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is an agreement that states that they come down twice a year and check the generator out and they change the oil and service it.

Supervisor Flach asked if the Town’s Mechanic can do it.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he can’t and that way they are liable for it.

Councilman Boehm asked what the amount of the agreement is.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is $3,576.00 with $596.00 being the interval price with the annual price being $1,192.00 and it is a two year contract.
Councilman Masti inquired as to if it is in the Highway Budget.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it comes out of the A-Fund.

Supervisor Flach asked for a motion.

MOTION


On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, authorizing the Supervisor to sign the generator service contract for $1,192.00 a year.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Proposal from Rotella Grant Management

Supervisor Flach stated that he was in receipt of a letter of interest from Rotella Grant Management and continued by reading the following excerpt:
Dear Supervisor Flach:

The Rotella Grant Management Company would like to be considered as the Town of Coeymans’ grant writing service. We would bring the research and submission of grants for your projects that could potentially save thousands of dollars for the taxpayers and allow its Board Members to utilize the grant moneys that are specifically targeted to the Town of Coeymans and its surrounding municipalities in a multitude of funding venues.

Councilwoman Rogers interjected that it says that the fees are $1,900.00 per month retainer and added that she does not think that the Town needs to pay $1,900.00 on the first of every month for a grant writer.

Supervisor Flach stated that he agrees and he has talked with a grant writer and he said if the Town says that it needs a grant, the Town can say what amount of money they would be willing to spend. He added that $1,900.00 a month is quite a bit for the hope that you are going to get a grant.
Councilman Dolan stated that it is also interesting that the letter that was written on their behalf slams the grant writer that gave a proposal previously.

Ms. Lawler from the audience interjected that there are quite a few people at the County level as well as people within that Town who have quite a bit of grant writing experience and she thinks that they could probably find someone for their grant writing for next to nothing.

Mr. Lawler stated that there are grant writers who do it on an incentive basis and they will write the grant and then if you do get the grant you can pay a percentage.

Supervisor Flach stated that they are hard to find and it would be great if they could find someone that would do it that way.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he talked to someone who tried to find Highway Grants for equipment and she could not find any but they must be out there.

Ms. Lawler asked if he is trying to locate an available grant.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he is for equipment and roads.

Supervisor Flach stated that maybe they could discuss this further at some point.

Clean-Up Westerlo & Main Streets

Supervisor Flach stated that there is a pile of debris at the corner of Westerlo and Main Streets due to a house that has been foreclosed and the bank now owns it and he would like for the Beautification Department to go down and clean it up as well as some garbage in the alley, which he thinks is a hazard to the community and some folks in the Hamlet expressed their concerns as well. He continued by saying that he wanted to bring it forward to the public at a public meeting that he will have the Town’s Beautification Department pick it up.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to if the Town can bill the bank for the clean-up.

Supervisor Flach stated that he would hope that they could get something from them and then asked for a motion to do it.

Councilwoman Rogers interjected that she does not think that they need a motion.

Town Clerk Millious interjected that they have charged for clean-up before and it can be put on the tax warrant.

Councilman Boehm asked if it was wood from the building or if it is trash.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is wooden stuff and debris right on the front lawn on the corner and he does not sure if there are nails in it. 

Councilman Dolan interjected that it is a former fence.

Supervisor Flach stated that the Town’s dumpster gets emptied every Wednesday so he thought it could be done on a Tuesday and put in the dumpster, which will be emptied the next day and continued by saying that they will put a bill together for the Town’s labor and send it to the bank.
Central Hudson Security Breach – Credit Monitoring

Supervisor Flach read the following excerpt from a correspondence from Central Hudson relative to a security breach:
I am contacting you regarding a recent computer data security incident that occurred here at Central Hudson. This incident may have potentially involved outside access to your private banking information. Please be assured that we have taken every step necessary to address the incident, and that we are committed to fully protecting all of your personal information.

Supervisor Flach stated that Central Hudson is providing a complimentary 12-month membership to monitor the Town’s business credit file as well as unlimited access to their business credit report for free and e-mail alerts of key changes indicating possible fraudulent activity. He added that he is not sure about the legal aspects because they are a municipality and if they can allow them to do it and he wanted to bring it to the Board’s attention to see how they feel about it.

Councilman Masti inquired as to if it is for everyone’s or if it is just for the Supervisor’s accounts.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is for the entire town and added that Experian Smart Business Reports will be doing it for a year for free.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that Central Hudson is contacting those who were of the most risk.
Supervisor Flach reiterated that he is not sure if it is something that a municipality can do.

Councilman Dolan suggested that he check with the Attorney for the Town and if they can, it would be in the best interest of the Town to make sure that someone isn’t using their good credit.

Supervisor Flach stated that he would check with the Attorney for the Town.

Shelter Training

Supervisor Flach asked that Councilman Boehm talk about the shelter training.

Councilman Boehm stated that he and Councilman Dolan along with a Red Cross Official and Village Trustee Warner received Shelter Training, which was very interesting and helpful. He continued by saying that it is a component of the Town’s Emergency Management Plan if residents are in need of a shelter and in moving forward they want to include the school and actually have a drill or table top exercise where they assemble cots and go over the operations. He added that for anyone that would be interested in helping out and being trained to respond in an emergency and help operate the shelter should contact the Supervisor’s Office. He concluded by saying that hopefully they won’t need it but if they do they will be better prepared.
Councilman Masti stated that there is a shelter at the Grange in Coeymans Hollow as well.

Councilman Boehm stated that there is but it is somewhat limited and it is near a creek and you have to bring in a generator where at the high-school it is perfect because you have transportation, a food facility, lots of space and emergency power.

Councilman Dolan stated that part of the training is also identifying other areas in town such as the Grange and Senior Center should the high-school be inaccessible and it would be other areas in town such as Town Hall, fire departments, etc. because you never know what sections of town might be blocked off. He continued by saying that Councilman Boehm is a tireless fighter for cots and he will not rest until Coeymans has more cots.
Councilman Boehm stated that they are hard to find and there are 25 Red Cross cots in good shape at the high-school and reiterated that they are hard to find during an actual emergency when you have to go out in a flood or rain and having more would help them out.
ONAN Generator Re-Bid

Supervisor Flach asked that Chief Darlington to talk about the ONAN Generator re-bid.

Chief Darlington stated that approximately a year and a half ago their ONAN Generator that runs the tower for police and fire, the transfer switch went bad and the Town decided to surplus it and they put it out to bid and someone paid $800.00 for it but never came and got it. He added that per Auctions International they are given 10 days to get it but the Town has given a year and in turn they put it out to re-bid and the got $1,450.00 for it and currently they do not have a generator that is emergency power and they should be receiving the check within a week. He continued by asking the Board if he can transfer that money to the .02 account for communications so he can start the process of purchasing a small generator because if the power were to go off right now, they would lose the police, fire and  highway towers until they get their bus out there.
Councilman Dolan asked how it was going with the bus.

Chief Darlington stated that the bus started but the generator did not and the mechanic came and fixed it.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to what the cost of the new generator would be.

Chief Darlington stated that he has a meeting with Holdridge Electric and they will give an estimate on the size of generator they truly need and from there his recommendation is that they put it out to bid or get three quoted.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if it will be housed at the tower.

Chief Darlington stated that it will be.

Councilman Masti inquired as to if it will use diesel of propane.

Chief Darlington stated that it will probably be propane.

Councilman Boehm stated that there is a generator at Town Hall and another at the Highway Department and then asked if they are serviced by the same person.

Chief Darlington stated that the Town Hall generator use to be handled by him and now it is handled by Nelson and he does not know what service it actually gets and obviously it will power the Emergency Communication Center if there is a power outage. He added that they were working with Francisco’s and there is a switch in the station and since that has been put in they have been trying to get a switch installed to let them know that it is running or if it overheats, which still hasn’t been done and it is something that they need to look at and he does not think that they have a Service Contract.
Supervisor Flach asked who was supposed to install the switch.

Chief Darlington stated that originally they had prices from Francisco.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if it switches to the generator when the power goes out.

Chief Darlington stated that the transfer switch has been installed and he is talking about an alarm box in their station that tells them if it is overheating, low fuel or other errors that it could have and right now it could start at 8:00 on a Friday night and run all weekend and they wouldn’t know it because they don’t hear it on their end and it could overheat. He added that as Albert said, it would hold someone accountable for any repairs that need to be done.
Councilman Boehm continued by offering a motion.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Dolan, authorizing $1,450.00 to be transferred to the .02 Communications Account in anticipation of the purchase of a generator for the tower.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Hannacroix Creek Project
Supervisor Flach stated that they have some bills coming in for the Hannacroix Creek Project that they need to pay and they don’t have money to pay those bills because they have not taken debt for the project and the money that will be coming from FEMA when the project is done. He continued by saying that they have gotten some money that he has to check on.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to if the Sequestration and elimination of funds will affect those funds.

Councilman Dolan stated that it won’t.

Chief Darlington stated that it should not because those funds are allocated specifically for that and currently when they asked for an increase, they received a check for what he believes was the additional $90,000.00 that they asked for, which covers the engineering and permitting process and he believes that the total grant was approximately $324,000.00. He added that they received that 2-3 years ago and when the bookkeeper was asking him about it, he explained that the Town received it and will be meeting to find out where the $90,000.00 was placed and they are expected to put out money first but as percentages go, they can ask for percentages to help offset.
Supervisor Flach stated that by the next meeting, which is in 2 weeks they will have some firm numbers and he just wanted the Board to be aware.

Planning Board Directive
Supervisor Flach stated that they need to do a motion to direct the Town of Coeymans Planning Board in accordance with Town Law 165-15 to submit a written advisory report for the revised 2013 Map Modification Local Law and associated map.
Councilman Boehm asked if there is a timeline for that.

Supervisor Flach stated that he did not put a timeline on it but it needs to be done at their next Planning Board Meeting.

Councilwoman Rogers asked if it something that he wants done before the April 8th, Public Hearing.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is.
Sylvia Lawler from the audience interjected that they need 30 days under Town Law 165-15.
Supervisor Flach stated that they will extend it if they need to and added that they will follow the letter of the law but it has to be done no matter what anyway and then asked for a motion.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Supervisor Flach, directing the Town Planning Board to submit a written advisory report in accordance to Local Law 165-15 for the revised 2013 map modifications and Local Law.
Ms. Lawler interjected that it is says: Within 30 days of receiving notice from the Town Clerk of the proposed change.
Supervisor Flach called for the vote.

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) requires the Town of Coeymans to renew its State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) Permit, and

WHEREAS, the Engineering Firm of C.T. Male Associates, P.C. has provided the service of preparing the permit renewal in the past, and the Town of Coeymans is desirous of C.T. Male Associates compiling the necessary information for renewal,

CORRESPONDENCE

Agriculture & Markets

Supervisor Flach read the following excerpt from a correspondence from Agriculture & Markets.
Beginning in January of 2009 WIC families in New York State began receiving traditional monthly WIC checks to be used exclusively for the purchase of vegetables and fruit from traditional WIC vendors. (e.g. grocery stores). In partnership with the NYS Department of Health, the NYS Department of Agriculture and Markets created the WIC Vegetable and Fruit Check Program (WIC VF), a system to enable farmers to gain authorization to accept these traditional monthly WIC checks for vegetables and fruit at Farmer’s Markets.
To become an authorized vendor to accept these traditional WIC vegetables and fruit check farmers must:

· Be currently enrolled in the NUS Farmers’ Market Nutritional Program (FMNP).

· Sign a separate WIC VF application and WIC VF Agreement.

· Participate in an annual free training program.

Supervisor Flach stated the letter was sent to Rick Touchette, a former member of the Town Board and he believes that he has something to do with the Farmer’s Market and then asked Councilman Dolan if it was true.

Councilman Dolan stated that he does and added that he will be again if the Town has a Farmer’s Market this year.

Supervisor Flach stated that he has gotten a couple of questions about it.

Councilman Dolan suggested that they talk about it at the next Workshop.

Supervisor Flach stated that they would and he will pass the information on to the Farmer’s Market people and he just wanted to let people know what is going on.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any additional comments.

Town Clerk Millious stated that reminder notices for property taxes will be going out on Friday, March 15th and then reminded everyone that the Sewer Bills went out late this year and you have to follow the dates on the bill as well as Water Bills going out and if anyone didn’t get their bill, they should let her know.
Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Chief Darlington stated that he spoke with the Bookkeeper and they have to set up an additional account for Federal Asset Forfeitures because they have to be kept separate from the State and Local Forfeitures, which are the current accounts and then suggested that they discuss it at the next Workshop Meeting because there are forfeitures in the pipeline that will be headed for their accounts. He continued by saying that with the intent to purchase a generator for the cell tower, when they put up the tower they set up an account so that the rents that they were receiving would go into there and there is now question as to whether that account still exists and if so, is any of that money available to purchase the generator.

Supervisor Flach stated that he believes that there is a separate line and he will check into it for him.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to the revenue that is generated on a monthly basis.

Chief Darlington stated that he believes that it is $2,000.00 a month with $1,000.00 a month going to the tower company that maintains the tower and of the remaining $1,000.00 any expenses the Town has get taken out and then what is left is split 50% with the property owner, which is Carver Laraway and the minimum is $500.00 a month.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to the Town buying the generator and Carver Laraway getting less money.
Chief Darlington stated that potentially that might be and added that originally he was overseeing the generator but know he does not know who is doing it.
Councilman Boehm asked Supervisor Flach if it is a separate account.

Supervisor Flach stated that he believes it is a separate line and he remembers seeing it when they did the budget and he will check into it.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he offered a motion to adjourn.
