PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENTS
H1N1 Swine Flu Update

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he has been giving updates as he has been getting them on the H1N1 Virus and added that an ordering process went into effect on October 20th, which allowed Health Care Providers to place orders for vaccine for their practices. He continued by saying that they have sporadically been receiving little amounts of the vaccine with 3,000 doses being received in Albany County and they are in the process of offering it to the health care workers as was described as the first line of defense and also to young people who are vulnerable to this particular strain of the flu. He concluded by saying that he will be posting updates as he gets them in Town Hall as well as on the website and informing people during the meetings.
New Community Information Service

Supervisor Hotaling stated that there is a new Community Information Service and continued by saying that he was going to ask Chief Darlington and Councilman Touchette to talk about it.

Chief Darlington stated that the Police Department, in an effort to expand notification in the community quickly, signed up for a program that is called Nixle, which allows them to transmit messages to the public as well as other departments via e-mail or cell phone and added that it is free to register and free for the Police Department to use. He continued by saying that some examples that they would use it is for road closures, emergency situations as well as public announcements, and road advisories. He concluded by saying that anyone wishing to sign up can go online to www.nixle.com. 
Councilman Boehm inquired as to whether or not a Snow Emergency would be on it.

Chief Darlington stated that it would be and added that when both the Village and Town have issued a Snow Emergency it will be transmitted via Nixle as well as the media.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that Councilman Touchette had already signed up for it and continued by asking if he had any comments.

Councilman Touchette stated that he thinks it is a great program and added that it only took a matter of minutes to signup. He added that since he signed up he had received two announcements, both text and e-mail and reiterated that it is a great service that is free and also spam free.

Councilman Youmans interjected that he had signed up as well.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if it is going to be on the Town’s website.

Chief Darlington stated that he believes that he could put it there.
Snow Emergency Regulations

Supervisor Hotaling stated that Councilman Boehm had mentioned a Snow Emergency earlier and then asked that Highway Superintendent Deering and Chief of Police Darlington remind everyone of those regulations that were passed within the last few months.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that there were signs erected which states that if there is 3 inches of snow or more in a 48 period there would be no parking on Town roads.

Chief Darlington stated that when 3 inches has been reached, notification will go out and for the first couple of storms they will make every effort to locate the owner before any vehicle is towed and added that they will go door to door if the car is registered locally.
Town Offices Closed – Veterans Day, November 11th
Supervisor Hotaling stated that the Town Offices will be closed on Wednesday, November 11, 2009.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Hotaling invited the public to comment.

Mr. Ronald Wickham stated that he was present to talk about the mining operation in the back of his house on Rte. 145, Alcove Road and continued by saying that he does not know if people are aware that there is quite a big mine there. He added that there is a potential hazard because they are digging right along Texas Eastern’s gas line, which they have said is permissible. He continued by saying that the mine has been there for years and is not on the tax book as a mine and the area is zoned Agriculture/Residential and went on by saying that there is also storage and there is stockpiled sand, brick and stone. He added that he approached the Town three years ago and Supervisor Hotaling and even had Code Enforcement Officer Conrad come and look at the gray water that goes across his land and in turn he advised that it was sewage but there is not a house there and added that he could not go on posted land. He went on by saying that he went up and watched Code Enforcement Officer drive in and back out with noting being said. He continued by saying that the culverts on the road are all pushed in from the traffic and as a taxpayer he has to travel that road everyday and went on by saying that at 145 Alcove Road there are two trenches in the road from the weight of the trucks and added that they are still mining at 7:30 at night and he is hard of hearing but can still hear it in his house with the television on. He concluded by saying that he thinks the Town should look into the fact that they are operating without a permit and it is his understanding that they have to get a mining permit and reiterated that he was requesting the Town Board to take action on the mine and the stock pile of material.
Supervisor Hotaling stated that just recently it went to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Mr. Wickham stated that when he first approached Supervisor Hotaling he was told that it was out of his hands and in the State’s hand and added that it is now out of the State’s hand and came back to the Town to the Zoning Board.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that the indication he said was that the Mining Permit Application was out of the Town’s hands because it is something that DEC does and added that the ZBA review was within a purview of a Board that is within the Town of Coeymans. He continued by saying that his understanding is that the review took place recently and then asked Mr. Wickham what the result of the review was.
Mr. Wickham stated that the Zoning Board wanted proof that they are drawing shale out of there and added that they determined that they were grandfathered in as a pre-existing non-conforming use. He continued by saying that there are 30 plus sites in the Town that have shale banks and if they are going to pre-exist one site, there are about 30 more sites in the Town that there could be mines on.
Councilwoman Rogers inquired as to if there was a Public Hearing.

Mr. Wickham stated that there was a Public Hearing but it never appeared in the paper. He added that the News Herald is suppose to be used for Town notices and it was never put there and continued by saying that it was put in the Times Union a day late and continued by asking why the Town Board Meetings are not put in the calendar of events in the News Herald.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that they designate at the beginning of the year all of the Town Board meetings and added that they are also posted on the website in the calendar of events.
Mr. Wickham stated that he had some pictures, which are aerial views, for the Town Board to look at as well as a petition with 11 names of people that are against the mining on Alcove Road.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that the Town Board would be happy to receive both and added that the application to DEC is still pending.

Councilwoman Rogers inquired whether or not it can be seen from the road.
Mr. Wickham stated that it cannot be seen and continued by saying that it has been going on for years, and then asked how many times something can be grandfathered in.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to if it was a specific question and added that he does not know the answer.

Mr. Wickham stated that he didn’t know either and added that he is just a taxpayer coming to the Town Board for answers. He continued by saying that this has been going on since Zoning took over because he bought his house in 1987 and reiterated that it has never been put on the Tax Roll as a business and Alcove Road is shot.
Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to if the date, January 2007, is accurate on the photos as well as the ones dated 2009.
Mr. Wickham stated that was correct and continued by saying that the land is now posted so he cannot get any more pictures.

Councilwoman Rogers inquired as to where the entrance is.

Mr. Wickham stated that it is between the Seufert house and the barn, which goes back about ½ mile and added that he can see the mine from his house because Mr. Seufert is clearing the trees so he can grow crops. He continued by saying that it is within 400 feet of his house and reiterated that he gets the gray water run off when it rains.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to what the Board’s pleasure was in terms of conveying the pictures or what the next step should be.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to whether or not the pictures were presented to the Zoning Board.

Mr. Wickham stated that they didn’t want to look at them.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to if they didn’t look at them or didn’t want to look at them.

Mr. Wickham stated that he tried to present his case but was not able to because Mr. Biscone and the Seufert’s were on him.
Supervisor Hotaling stated that if it is his opinion that the pictures were not reviewed by the Zoning Board of Appeals, they can take that action and require that they review them at an upcoming meeting and in turn get back to the Board as to whether or not the review of the photos alter their position of the case.
Mr. Wickham interjected that he was barraged at the Zoning Board of Appeals Meeting and added that he is a taxpayer and he lost his garden because of the water, which cannot be stopped.
Councilman Touchette suggested that the liaison to the Planning and Zoning take the pictures and ask for clarification.

Supervisor Hotaling asked if Mr. Wickham wanted to turn the pictures over to the Board.

Mr. Wickham stated that he would keep them until they decide what they were going to do.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that the Board is saying that they want to give them to the liaison, Councilwoman Rogers, who will take them to Planning and Zoning for clarification.

Mr. Wickham stated that he wanted to make copies and in turn he would give them to Councilwoman Rogers.

Councilman Youmans inquired as to whether or not he wanted to leave the petition.

Mr. Wickham stated that he was leaving a copy and then thanked the Town Board.

Supervisor Hotaling asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that there was one set of minutes for Town Board approval, a Town Board Meeting on October 13, 2009 and continued by asking for a motion.

ADOPTTION OF 2010 
Supervisor Hotaling stated that the process for budgeting commenced according to Town Law by himself, as Budget Officer, preparing a Tentative Budget, which was done and forwarded to Town Clerk Millious with regard to the statutory requirement of giving it to her by September 30th. He added that a Special Board Meeting was held according to the New York State statue and Town Clerk Millious conveyed the Budget to the Town Board as a whole and in turn the Preliminary Budget process began. He went on by saying that  subsequent to that several Workshops were held between and among Board Members and Department Heads resulting in a Preliminary Budget that was conveyed to Town Clerk Millious on October 21st and a Budget Public Hearing was scheduled and held on October 28th and comments were heard. He concluded by saying that according to New York State statue the Budget must be approved and adopted by November 20th and added that it is on the agenda for that purpose and then asked if anyone wanted to comment on the Budget.
Councilwoman Rogers stated that from what she can see there were absolutely no changes made from the Preliminary Budget and added that everything remained the same.

Councilman Boehm stated that he wanted to thank Supervisor Hotaling for taking the lead as Chief Fiscal Officer in putting the Budget together and added that during these economic times it was a tough budget but he believes that it was the right thing to do in keeping taxes flat.

Councilman Youmans stated that he agreed.

Supervisor Hotaling asked if there were any additional comments, hearing none he asked for a motion to convey the Preliminary Budget to an Adopted Budget for 2010.
MOTION
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, authorizing that they move the Preliminary Budget for the Town of Coeymans for 2010 to an Adopted Budget for the Town of Coeymans for 2010.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Supervisor Hotaling stated that as requested by Town Clerk Millious he will convey an electronic copy of the Budget for purposes of inclusion in the minutes as required by statue.
OLD BUSINESS

Resignation of Telecommunicator

Supervisor Hotaling stated that they had previously received a request from Chief Darlington asking for the acceptance of a resignation of Sarah Hennessey, which was to be effective November 22nd. He added that subsequent to that there was another letter from Ms. Hennessey dated November 2nd indicating that she was resigning effective November 2nd. He concluded by saying that he does not believe that they have to do anything because they had previously accepted her resignation and continued by saying that he just wanted the Board to be aware that it is now effective November 2nd.

Hannacroix Creek Project

Supervisor Hotaling stated that they had previously met with James Huston from C.T. Male and heard his recommendation relative to the proposals that they had received from seven engineering firms for the Hannacroix Creek Project based on the F.E.M.A. Project that was approved. He continued by saying that at that particular time Mr. Huston suggested that F.X. Brown be considered the leading candidate for implementation and at that same time they requested that Mr. Huston prepare for them a proposal that would continue his consultation services to get them through the next steps of identifying F.X. Brown as the selection and then begin to work with a contact at F.X. Brown to initiate the plan and start moving ahead with getting the required permits so the project can continue, possibly as early as whenever they are permitted back in the creek in 2010. He went on by saying that with that in mind they have before them a letter from Mr. Huston dated October 29th, which talks about a proposal that includes a site visit with Carl Schwartz of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as well as a site visit/meeting with the prospective consultants and preparing an award recommendation letter after the meetings. He continued by saying that the proposal includes up to 16 hours of consultation and it will not exceed $2,240.00 and added that it is before the Board for consideration. He concluded by saying that at the Board’s direction he contacted F.X. Brown and spoke with Marlene Martin who is the contact and Professional Engineer and Vice President of Watershed Management and she indicated that they are still very interested in the project and went on by saying that if they approve Mr. Huston’s proposal he would recommend that a member of the Board assume the responsibility of liaison between Mr. Huston and F.X. Brown.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Touchette, seconded by Councilman Boehm, approving the acceptance of Mr. Huston’s proposal from C.T. Male dated October 29th, for a fee not to exceed $2,240.00.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he would add that it might be best that the motion be placed in the form of a resolution for the Board to vote on at the next meeting, since it was in draft form at this point. He added that he will be notifying Mr. Huston that they are in agreement with his proposal and ask that he formalize it in the form of a contract that they can attach to a resolution for the upcoming November 23rd Meeting. He then asked for a vote on the motion.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he has had discussion with individual members of the Board and he knows that some are very interested in the project and added that he would be happy to give the F.X. Brown proposal to whomever is going to take the lead on the project.

Collectively the Town Board agreed that Councilman Touchette should take the lead. 
Chief Darlington inquired as to if they will have to apply for additional funding because they only approved $98,000.00.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that they might because that amount exceeded the $98,000.00 and added that it is something that Chief Darlington will have to deal with in the future.

WWTP Ultraviolet Project – Village of Ravena Payment

Supervisor Hotaling stated that in reading the News Herald over the past few weeks there was a report that the Village of Ravena had agreed to some of the elements of the Sewer Agreement that was hammered out between himself, Mayor Bruno and Village Attorney Biscone. He added that there were several elements of the Agreement, all of which were presented to the Board, that were removed during the discussion phase and they approved what they perceived to be a modified Agreement. He continued by saying that in that regard he contacted the Village the next day and asked that the voucher be returned that was sent to them based upon the Agreement between Mayor Bruno, himself and Attorney Biscone in moving the process along because time was of the essence. He added that the UV Project was sent to them for the unpaid portion to be at 65% Village, 35% Town in a voucher in the amount of $156,984.34. He went on by saying that after having the elements of the Agreement imploded by a member of the Village Board he asked that it be sent back to the Town and in turn he made a call on October 27th and was advised that they could not find the voucher and called again on the 28th and was advised that they found it, the Mayor had it and was advised by staff that the Village had every intention of reviewing it and paying it. He added that during the conversation on the 28th he reiterated that he didn’t want it paid because it was incorrectly calculated and he wanted it returned to him and in turn followed it up with a letter dated October 28th to Honorable John T. Bruno asking that he send it back and continued by reading the following excerpt from the letter:

“The voucher was incorrectly calculated given the current suspension of critical components of the Town of Coeymans / Village of Ravena Sewer Proposal crafted by you, me and your attorney Michael Biscone. Please return the aforementioned voucher immediately consistent with the direction given to me by the entire Town Board.”
Supervisor Hotaling stated that he understands, although he has not had an opportunity to review a tape, that the letter was read at the last Village Board Meeting and added that in spite of the written word, clearly indicating that it should come back to the Town, they are now in receipt, on the following day, of a check in the amount of $156,984.34. He continued by saying that the check has not been processed and then asked the Town Board for direction as to what to do at this point.

Councilman Boehm stated that given the complexity of the negotiations he would suggest that they take it under advisement and discuss it at a Workshop.
Collectively the Town Board agreed.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that at this point the Town Board is advising them not to process the check and to hold it in abeyance until they have an opportunity to review it at the November 17th Workshop and added that it will be on the agenda at that point. 

Supervisor Hotaling asked if there were any other Old Business topics.

Councilman Touchette stated that he has one and added that it pertains to Grove Cemetery and continued by saying that he called the Division of Cemeteries earlier in the day regarding two issues that they raised. He went on by saying that the Town was awarded a Grant in the amount of $3,500.00 to repair the garage and in turn Nelson Perry and his crew and the part-time carpenter were able to do the job for $2,400.00 and then added that the State wants the balance back but he needs to review if it is a true accounting on the Town’s total cost. He continued by saying that there was a discrepancy between what the Town applied for to repair the monuments and what the State allowed and in turn he was able to track it down and found that when the contractor was on site he didn’t realize that the land adjacent to Grove Cemetery is actually St. Patrick’s Cemetery, which was the discrepancy in the two amounts.
Supervisor Hotaling stated that the lower amount is accurate because it encompasses the stones within Grove Cemetery.

Councilman Touchette stated that was correct and added that he faxed the information to the contractor who advised that he should be able to get started within a week.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that one of the things that he would ask that the Division of Cemeteries to consider is that another component of the Grove Cemetery Grant was the purchase of a mower. He added that the mower, during the time that the grant was envisioned and the application, review and State’s award took place, increased in price by approximately $700.00. He continued by saying that he should make them aware that while they were efficient in getting the garage repaired for $2,400.00 and not $3,500.00, they ended up having to outlay another $500.00 - $600.00 for a mower and might somehow be able to be applied and added that he does not know whether or not it is possible. He concluded by saying that through no fault of anyone, the cost of the mower was driven up by the delay and added that Nelson has the figures so he can compare the difference in savings as well as the difference in the overage.
Councilman Touchette stated that he would make application to the Division of Cemeteries to see if they can balance it out.

Supervisor Hotaling asked if there were any other Old Business topics, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

NEW BUSINESS

Ravena Coeymans Historical Society Request of Artifact

Supervisor Hotaling stated that some time ago the Town had the opportunity to purchase a map dating back to the 1600’s, which delineated the land grants that were handed out early on in the Town of Coeymans history and continued by saying that it was land grants that encompassed more than the Town of Coeymans and included parts of Coxsackie and Westerlo. He went on by saying that it is a historical artifact and added that at some time later the Town Board suggested and approved that it be conveyed to the Historical Society for appropriate preservation and presentation and consumption by the residents now in making a connection to the history of the Town. He continued by saying that the Historical Society has discovered that there is a cost associated with preservation of the map and before them is a letter from Ravena-Coeymans Historical Society President Ralph Biance dated October 28, 2009, which starts out by thanking them for the generous offer of the map and goes on to say that they had made inquiries into the proper conservation of the artifact and then read the following excerpt from the letter:
“Upon a recommendation we contacted Spicer Art Conservation located at 305 Clepp Road in Delmar, who specialize in this area. Attached please find their detailed description of the process and the materials associated with it. As you can see the procedure is quite costly. Gwen Spicer, the conservator of the company, informed us that a grant is available for his type of project. She is willing to do all the necessary petitions for the grant on our behalf. In order for us to qualify for this grant we must have written proof of ownership.”
Supervisor Hotaling continued by saying that the Historical Society is requesting that the Town convey the ownership of the map that the taxpayers purchased for $350.00 and added that with the ownership they can fill out the proper application for a grant. He went on by saying that it is open for discussion and continued by saying that attached to the material that they got is an estimate for the work as well as a Deed of Ownership, which is the document that the Historical Society uses routinely when they receive materials and artifacts, which allows the ownership to be conveyed to the Historical Society. He then asked for the Board’s consideration of the request.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to the timeline from when they apply for the grant and when the restoration takes place.

Supervisor Hotaling asked that Historical Society President Biance go to the microphone.

Historical Society Biance stated that he does not know and added that they are going to put a down payment on it of $350.00 to get it started and continued by saying that the total is approximately $700.00.
Councilman Boehm inquired as to if they will be reimbursed once the grant goes through.

Mr. Biance stated that they would be.

Councilman Touchette inquired as to if he is asking the Town Board for any funds.

Mr. Biance stated that he wasn’t and added that it would help.

Councilman Touchette stated that when they originally purchased the map the intent was to convey it to the Historical Society and added that it is consistent with the original intent.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he would confirm that it was the intent.

Councilman Youmans inquired as to if he is looking for a motion.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he was looking for a motion to permit him, on the Town’s behalf, to sign the Deed of Ownership over to the Historical Society.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Youmans, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, authorizing the Supervisor to sign the Deed over to the Ravena-Coeymans Historical Society for the map that they donated to the Historical Society.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Supervisor Hotaling stated that his understanding is that if there is such an occurrence as the Historical Society disbanding, the artifact would be conveyed back to the Town of Coeymans and added that this is an understanding that they have with anyone that conveys ownership to the Historical Society. He continued by saying that if such occurrence happens, they would need to talk to the Town Clerk about conveying it back to the Town. He concluded by saying that he would sign the document the following day and give it to Mr. Biance.
Overpayment to Police Employee

Supervisor Hotaling asked that Chief Darlington engage in the discussion about the overpayment to Police Sergeant Westfall and added that he was appointed as a Police Officer in a resolution dated September 24, 2007 and became employed on October 16, 2007. He continued by saying that there was some discussion about his starting pay and the credit that he should receive having been transferred from Chatham in and the only record that he has is a memo from Chief Darlington to Clerk Fitch in payroll suggesting that the pay was calculated incorrectly and he had asked that it be raised. 
Chief Darlington stated that he believed that it was in the resolution as to what his pay would be to start.

Supervisor Hotaling read the following excerpt from the resolution:

“Hires Westfall as a full-time Police Officer at a rate of pay consistent with his years of service, and effective consistent with the requirements of his current position”

Supervisor Hotaling continued by saying that it covers the delay from September 24th to October 16th and reiterated that the first part says at a rate of pay consistent with his years of service.

Chief Darlington stated that he believes that with Civil Service he had two years.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he thought it said that he started in 2002 in Chatham.

Chief Darlington stated that it would be when he received Civil Service.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to if he is suggesting that he is starting his 5th year.

Chief Darlington stated that he believes it was 2-3 years and added that he started with Chatham but did not receive Civil Service and added that this is what they were going by, which was how many years with Civil Service that he had.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that ultimately he started off at $19.57 per hour and the calendar changed into January 1, 2008 and according to the Labor Management Agreement he went to $20.16 per hour and some time in 2008 on or about October, Chief Darlington requested his provisional appointment to Sergeant. He continued by saying that at that time the payroll unit, but not exclusively, somehow changed the rate of pay to $26.83 per hour based upon the wage schedule that is reflected in Appendix A of the contract.
Chief Darlington stated that was correct.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that in fact the job rate for Sergeant was intended to contractually be 10% above the Police Officer’s pay.

Chief Darlington stated that was correct.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that arguably they are talking about $4.65 an hour pay more than he was entitled to based upon the contract.

Chief Darlington stated that was correct.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that it has occurred since October of 2008 until just recently where the correction was made from $26.83 to $22.18 per hour and added that he had asked for the Chief’s input in terms of the period of time that the pay was incorrectly calculated as well as asking Payroll for the total amount of the overpayment. He continued by saying that give or take a few days the period of time is approximately a year that he was paid incorrectly and the total overpayment is $13,951.99 based upon a Payroll calculation, which includes a small portion in 2008 and up until a couple of weeks ago in 2009. He went on by saying that what is before the Board now is the knowledge of the overpayment and discussion about the effort to recoup the money.

Councilwoman Rogers inquired as to why it was caught now and not a year ago.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that his best recollection is because Mr. Westfall failed the Sergeants exam and during the course of the options relative to what Civil Service gave the Chief and the Board, about what to do, with an option being a new appointment. He continued by saying that in looking at that new appointment option it was discovered in identifying what the starting pay would be and in looking into it they discovered that for approximately a year he was over paid and now it has to be repaid. He concluded by asking the Town Board how they want to do it.
Councilwoman Rogers interjected that they cannot take it all at once.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that his thought to Chief Darlington was that they permit him to pay it back over the same period of time that he got it, which is approximately a year and added that his only concern is that there has to be a written agreement with a stipulation that should he be terminated, or should he voluntarily leave Coeymans service, that the balance at that particular time is due and owing at the time of termination or voluntary departure. 

Chief Darlington stated that it seems to be the most fair and added that to expect someone to pay close to $14,000.00, which would be half his pay for the year, would be tough.
Collectively the Town Board agreed it was fair.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired about Chief Darlington’s comment about it being half his pay for the year and whether or not he is a full-time Sergeant.

Chief Darlington stated that it was a quick calculation and he didn’t know off the top of his head.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that suffice to say $14,000.00 is much less than half of his pay for the year and continued by asking what the Board wanted to do.

Collectively the Board agreed to repayment over a year’s time.

Councilman Youmans asked if they need a motion.

Supervisor Hotaling stated that they do.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Youmans, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, directing Sergeant Westfall to pay back the $13,951.99 via a payroll deduction over the next twelve months with the stipulation that should he leave employment with the Town, the full amount that he owes would be become due and payable upon his termination or resignation.
Councilman Touchette stated that there will be other ancillary personnel costs that go along with this and added that his payments to the pension fund have been artificially increased. He continued by asking if they decrease it, if it will it even out as well.
Supervisor Hotaling stated that it is a question that they will have to ask Mr. Purinton and added that they will have to figure out the benefit cost to that. He continued by saying that his short response is that it will even out and added that the only difference is that in 2008-2009 there was a percentage that they had to pay on retirement and went on by saying that as they all know it is escalating at lightning speed to perhaps as much as 50% more for next year and even more than that in years to come. He went on by saying that he thinks that it is something that can be calculated and the gross pay can be a figure and then the benefits associated with it can also be supplementally calculated for the Board to become aware of and in turn become incorporated into a Memorandum of Agreement between the Town and the employee about what is going to happen. He continued by saying that he does not think that it is impossible that retirement or other entities could give credit for workers compensation, which is another issue, that is based upon payroll and added that he is glad that Councilman Touchette brought it up because it is something that has to be considered. He concluded by asking that Chief Darlington begin to work with the Payroll Unit and develop a Memorandum of Understanding between his employee and the Town about how it gets paid back for future presentation at a Town Board Meeting for final approval.
Supervisor Hotaling continued by asking for a vote on the motion.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED
Highway Department Request for Equipment Repair

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he was in receipt of a request from the Highway Department for equipment repair and continued by saying that he has Purchase Order #1035 submitted by Highway Superintendent Deering on 11-05-09, which is suggestive of a repair to C-6 Sterling Model LT9500 from Tracey Road Equipment in the amount of $1,234.00 for hose clamps, hose replacement, gasket set, oil pump rebuild and shocks with $727.00 for labor. He continued by saying that Highway Superintendent Deering stated that there were no other quotes and this is the one that they took it to because Orange Motors didn’t do it anymore and added that the last time that they had one of these for repair they had Highway Superintendent Deering bring it back and have their part-time mechanic look at it. He concluded by saying that he didn’t feel comfortable with signing it without bringing it to the Board and then opened it up for discussion.
Councilwoman Rogers stated that the last truck that was repaired by the part-time mechanic was approximately $1,300.00.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is not done and added that when he called to find out about it he was told that the police cars are first and he has to keep their cars running first. 

Councilwoman Rogers inquired as to if this is why he wanted to have it done at Tracey Road Equipment.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that the part-time mechanic said he cannot do this kind of repair because he does not have the proper equipment.

Councilman Youmans asked that he describe the repair and added that he is seeing a list of parts and continued by asking what is wrong with the truck.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he does not have the sheet with him.
Councilman Youmans stated that he is seeing an oil pump rebuild, front shock, oil pan gasket and radiator hose and continued by asking if this is what Mr. Maddage said he couldn’t do.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he didn’t have the equipment to do it with and added that he cannot do the motor repair because he does not have anything to test it with.

Chief Darlington interjected that the fuel injector switch cannot be done because after they are installed you have to do computer work to reset and they don’t have the computers to do it.

Councilman Youmans stated that this is not the repair that they are talking about.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he had not checked with him on this repair and added that he was busy and he had to get on a schedule and he does not know how the schedule is.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to if he had made an effort to see how the schedule is.

Chief Darlington stated that Highway Superintendent Deering had reached out to him and added that Mr. Maddage was out all week with the flu.
Councilman Youmans inquired as to where the truck is now and whether it was at Tracey Road Equipment.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it was and added that he had told them not to do anything with it until he heard from the Board.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that he has one truck not finished and now this one is down.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is up there and he is waiting to hear from the Board on what to do.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to what he is waiting for on the other truck.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he is waiting for backing plates.

Councilman Touchette inquired as to what they pay part-time mechanic Maddage.

Supervisor Hotaling interjected that it is $18.00 per hour.

Councilman Youmans stated that it is slightly less than $97.00 per hour.
Councilwoman Rogers inquired as to if he had check with Mr. Maddage on this one.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he hadn’t.
Councilman Touchette interjected that he would much rather have the Town’s mechanic do it and continued by asking if the quote is flat rate numbers and added that even if it takes ½ again as much time for him to do this it would be a substantial savings and the parts would be the same.
Councilman Youmans stated that he agrees.

Councilman Touchette stated that his recommendation is that he has Mr. Maddage look at it.

Councilman Youmans interjected that he thinks there is some ambiguity as to the policy and added that it seems as though Highway Superintendent Deering didn’t know where to go with this. He added that together they need to come up with a point person, which he and Chief Darlington had discussed because the part-time mechanic can’t have five different Department Heads calling him looking to have work done. He continued by saying that he does not know which direction to go in and how to prioritize it and went on by saying that there needs to be one person in each department that needs to have work done and added that here should not be long waits and delays.

Councilwoman Rogers asked Chief Darlington if he knows how far behind he is due to his illness for a week.

Chief Darlington stated that they had a new car come in, which was taking up a lot of his time and added that they also had one car down. He added that they are now all up and running but there was one Sewer vehicle that he was dealing with and went on by saying that he should be able to provide some attention to the Highway truck.

Councilwoman Rogers suggested that he talk to Mr. Maddage first.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he can and added that this is not the first time and they are going to have vehicles lined up for repair and continued by saying that people will be calling to complain about their roads not getting done. He went on by saying that he can’t fix everything and he will help but he can’t do it all.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if they are doing preventative maintenance at the Highway Garage.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they are greasing and doing what they need to do.
Councilman Youmans inquired as to if this is a job that he would have had his own mechanic in the shop do.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he would have done it.

Councilman Youmans stated that they are pretty comfortable that they can get it done in-house and added that it is a matter of getting it laid out and getting it done. He continued by saying that in good conscience they can’t pay $97.00 an hour for something that they can get done for $18.00 an hour.

Chief Darlington stated that the should have an answer tomorrow from Mr. Maddage as far as his ability to do it and hopefully they will be able to schedule it and added that he will let Councilman Youmans know.

Councilman Youmans stated that if it is something that can’t wait for then they will have to get it done right away and reiterated that they will find out what his availability is.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if it is going to happen all the time and whether or not the trucks will need so much work all of the sudden and break down this bad.

Highway Superintendent Deering interjected that when they break, they break. 

Councilman Boehm inquired about preventative maintenance.

Highway Superintendent Deering reiterated that they are greased and they do what they are suppose to do and added that it could be better.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to whether or not he is going to get Mr. Maddage involved in the preventative maintenance on the truck and added that then they won’t have to be so reactive but rather proactive.

Highway Superintendent Deering interjected that they will do what they usually do.

Councilman Boehm stated that if the roads don’t get plowed it is Highway Superintendent Deering’s fault.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it’s not his fault and if something is wrong he has to get it fixed and added that it is his responsibility to get the roads plowed. He continued by saying that it was bad enough when he had his own mechanic when sometimes it would get backed up and it would take two of them to keep things going.
Councilman Boehm interjected that with a repair like this; his question would be what the mechanic really did and added that all of it should not happen at once.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he fixed it as well as doing a lot of other things.
Supervisor Hotaling stated that he was noting on the Purchase Order that the Town Board directs that the Highway Superintendent and Police Chief determine when Mr. Maddage can address this matter and continued by asking who they should report to.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that they should report to Highway Superintendent Deering.

Supervisor Hotaling inquired as to who the Highway Superintendent should report to when it is determined when it can be addressed.

Councilman Youmans suggested that it be the liaison for the Highway Department.

Councilwoman Rogers asked that Highway Superintendent Deering call her.

Albany County Free Tire Recycling Program

Supervisor Hotaling stated that on November 16th from 4pm-6pm the Albany County Department of Public Works at 449 New Salem Road, which is Route 85A in Voorheesville, will be accepting car and light truck tires only and due to current regulations they can accept up to 999 tires and continued by saying that they cannot accept more than 25 tires per household, 5 of which can be on the rim. He added that registrations will be accepted on a first come, first served basis and went on by saying that you must register to be able to drop tires off and the registration deadline is November 12, 2009. He concluded by saying that he would turn it over to Town Clerk Millious to post in her judgment wherever she feels is appropriate.
Police Department Request to Bid Equipment

Supervisor Hotaling stated that he received an e-mail from Chief Darlington and his response was that he didn’t need to do anything other than explain it to the Board. He then asked that Chief Darlington explain it.

Chief Darlington stated that as the Board is aware, the Police Department received a Jack Byrne Stimulus Grant to purchase in-car cameras for the police cars and added that it is for the purchase of two in the amount of $11,500.00 minus a percentage to go to municipalities that didn’t receive any money. He continued by saying that he obtained quotes that exceeded $10,000.00 and under the Town and County Procurement Policy the cameras have to go out to bid and concluded by saying that he is requesting that they approve putting it out to bid.

Supervisor Hotaling asked the Board for their thoughts.

Councilman Youmans and Councilwoman Rogers collectively suggested that they put it out to bid.

Supervisor Hotaling asked for a motion.

MOTION
On motion Councilman Youmans, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, authorizing Chief Darlington to put the in-car cameras out to bid. 

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED 
Chief Darlington thanked the Town Board.
Discussion to Engage Firm for Representation re: Sewer Rents

Supervisor Hotaling stated that in late 2008, Town Clerk Millious at the direction of the Town Board re-levied a Sewer Bill on the Village of Ravena Village Hall at 15 Mountain Road given the fact that they had not paid their $141,000.00 bill. He continued by saying that the re-levy, accepted by the County was made part of a Tax Warrant and withheld and payments were made in early 2009 and $141,000.00 was conveyed by Town Clerk Millious to the Sewer Fund. He added that at some point during the calendar year, the Village of Ravena felt the need to challenge the re-levy and had on several occasions suggested publicly that the Town could not do that and went on by saying that it was reported in the News Herald a couple of weeks ago that the County rejects the Town’s re-levy, which was based on a letter that he requested the County send to him because all along in 2009 they hadn’t sent the letter that the Village threatened he was going to get.
He reiterated that he had requested the letter from the County and in turn when he got it the County set forth their reasons why the County felt as though the re-levy was incorrect and added that they are currently engaged in a process to rebut the presumption and presumptions that the County has made in regard to the re-levy. He added that Attorney for the Town Wukitsch was at a meeting that was attended by himself, Town Clerk Millious, Councilman Touchette, Bookkeeper Chmielewski, Internal Control Officer Purinton and Deputy Clerk Vatalaro and they went over the elements of the statue that they believe seem to accrue to the Town’s favor in the argument and in turn Attorney for the Town Wukitsch determined that his law firm, McNamee, Titus and Lochner are conflicted from continuing the argument on the Town’s behalf given the fact that one of the firm’s lawyers has the County of Albany as a client in their lawsuit against the construction that occurred, or in the County’s perspective didn’t occur in the courthouse. He concluded by saying that they have now received a Letter of Engagement, which is before them, from Dreyer Boyajian LLP, Craig M. Crist, representing that firm, for them to represent the Town in this challenge against the County of Albany primarily, which is an ancillary challenge to the Village of Ravena and reiterated that it is before them for review and if they agree that the Letter of Engagement is appropriate, later in the meeting there is a resolution for them to consider relative to formally engaging the law firm in this effort and they will move ahead later on relative to his authorization to sign the agreement.
Zoning Board of Appeals Appointment

Supervisor Hotaling stated that a while ago there was a resignation from Zoning Board of Appeals Member Robert Fisk who had been a member for a relatively short time and added that it was due to new employment that takes him out of town on a regular basis and he felt as though he could not give it the gusto that the appointment deserved. He continued by saying that they set forth on an effort to identify some other possible candidates and in turn they received several candidates and the Board had taken the opportunity to review them. He went on by saying that he would open it up for discussion about their selection and added that later in the meeting there is a resolution for the appointment. He concluded by saying that there were several candidates that were worthy but Mr. Rivers’ seemed to be in the Board’s mind outstanding in terms of his ability.
Councilman Youmans stated that with a quick glance of his resume you see that he has 40 years as a Landscape Architect with the State of New York, was in the military with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the Air Force Civil Engineers as well as national and international encounters with civilian and governmental design and construction projects. He added that he knows Mr. Rivers to be a very bright individual and he looks forward to having him serve the Town.

Supervisor Hotaling asked if there were any other New Business topics to come before the Board, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

WHEREAS, the Town decided to pay off the entire Bond Anticipation Note of $463,000.00 in principal, and
WHEREAS, the Town must pay an interest payment of $8,982.19, and

WHEREAS, principal and interest total $471,982.19,

Supervisor Hotaling stated that this is reflective of the actions that were taken in September to satisfy the entire debt of the Sewer Fund and added that the satisfaction of that debt, although not requiring a new BAN for a lending institution and continued by saying that the lending institution that has not only satisfied the debt but has also kept the Sewer Plant running were the people of the Town of Coeymans outside the Village of Ravena and the taxpayers in the B Fund that have now loaned the Sewer Fund $760,000.00 in order to keep it operational given the failure of the Village to pay their bill. He continued by saying that while they are out of debt, there is an Interfund debt that the Sewer District owes back to the people of the Town of Coeymans outside the Village, also known as the B Fund.
