OLD BUSINESS

Hannacroix Creek Project

Supervisor Flach stated that Chief Darlington was not there to give an update on the Hannacroix Creek Project but there was a bid opening and then asked Town Clerk Millious if she could give a summary.
Town Clerk Millious stated that she would give a summary of the bid opening and continued by saying that there was an addendum to the bid package, which was that no one would be able to get in the creek until June 1, 2014. She continued by saying that the bidders were aware of the addendum and there were six bidders with bids as follows:

Town Clerk Millious stated that Chief Darlington and F.X. Browne received copies of the bids.

Supervisor Flach asked Town Clerk Millious if F.X. Browne had advised of any F.E.M.A. extension that the Town had asked for.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she knows that Chief Darlington was working on getting an extension and was looking for until the end of 2014.

Councilman Boehm stated that he thought they had gotten an extension.

Supervisor Flach stated that he’s not sure and Chief Darlington was not present to advise them and added that DEC held them up for four months, which is the reason that they asked for an extension and now they can’t get in the creek for another 7 months.

Councilman Boehm stated that part of the problem was that the bids exceed the amount allowed by F.E.M.A.
Supervisor Flach stated that the lowest bid was $323,500.00 and they were only allocated $170,000.00, which is a problem.

Town Clerk Millious interjected that this was the second bid on the project.

Councilman Boehm stated that the last time, the sole bidder was Carver Construction and then asked if the amount changed.

Supervisor Flach stated that it had not.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch asked how long the bids are good for.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she is not sure.

Supervisor Flach stated that F.X. Browne put the bid out to a broader base of contractors.

Councilman Boehm stated that they can’t get in the creek until June, which is six more months. 

Supervisor Flach stated that he believes that it was part of the addendum.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that they have to check into how long the bids are good for because it obviously is not forever.
Supervisor Flach asked that Town Clerk Millious check into that and added that they need to let the bidders know as well. 
Town Clerk Millious stated that she would.

Councilman Masti stated that they were already delayed and now DEC is telling them that they can’t get into the creek until June.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

RES. #177-13 AUTHORIZE BOND FOR SEWER IMPROVEMENTS

On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 3 – NAYS 0 – ABSENT 2 (Rogers, Dolan) – SO MOVED
BOND RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN

OF COEYMANS, ALBANY COUNTY, NEW YORK

(THE “TOWN”), AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO

$3,330,000.00 IN SERIAL BONDS OF THE TOWN TO FINANCE

THE COSTS OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE EXISTING TOWN



OF COEYMANS HAMLET SEWER SYSTEM

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans (the “Town Board”) is considering the authorization of certain debt to finance improvements to the existing Town Sewer System for use by the Town Sewer District at a maximum aggregate cost of $3,330,000.00 (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town, acting as lead agency under the State Environmental Quality Review Act and the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation adopted there under (collectively, “SEQRA”), previously determined that the Project constitutes a “Type II” action within the meaning of SEQRA, and that it will not have significant impact on the environment, and that no further actions or proceedings are required to be taken under SEQRA; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board now wishes to appropriate funds for the Project and to authorize the issuance of the Town’s serial bonds or bond anticipation notes to finance said appropriation; 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF COEYMANS, ALBANY COUNTY, NEW YORK (the “Town”) HEREBY RESOLVES (by affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of such body), AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  The Town is hereby authorized to issue up to $3,330,000.00 principal amount of serial bonds (including, without limitation, statutory installment bonds) pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, constituting Chapter 33-a of the Consolidated Law of the State of New York (the “Law”) to finance the estimated cost of the Project.


Section 2.  It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the aforementioned specific objects or purposes is $3,330,000.00 said amount is hereby appropriated therefore and the plan for the financing thereof shall consist of the issuance of up to $3,330,000. in serial bonds of the Town authorized to be issued pursuant to Section 1 of this resolution or bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of such serial bonds.


Section 3.  It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforementioned specific objects or purposes is forty (40) years, pursuant to paragraph 27-a of subdivision a, of Section 11.00 of the Law.


Section 4.  The final maturity of the bonds herein authorized to be issued shall not be in excess of twenty (20) years measured from the date of issuance of the first serial bond or bond anticipation note issued pursuant to Section 1 of this resolution.


Section 5.  Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation thereof, pursuant to Section 107.00(d)(3)(1) of the Law.

Section 6.  The temporary use of available funds of the Town, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the law, for the capital purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The Town shall reimburse such expenditures with the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by Section 1 of this resolution.  This resolution shall constitute a declaration of official intent to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 1 hereof with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein, as required by United Stated Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.


Section 7.  Each of the serial bonds authorized by this resolution and bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Law and said serial bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall be general obligations of the Town, payable as to both principal and interest by a general tax upon all the real property within the Town without legal or constitutional limitation as to rate or amount.  The faith and credit of the Town are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal and interest on said serial bonds and bond anticipation notes and provisions shall be made annually in the budget of the Town by appropriation for (a) the amortization and redemption of the bonds and bond anticipation notes to mature in such year and (b) the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.


Section 8.  Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of said obligations and of Section 21.00 , Section 50.00, Section 54.90, Section 56.00 through 60.00 and Sections 62.10 and 63.00 of the Law, the powers and duties of the Town Board relative to authorizing serial bonds and bond anticipation notes and prescribing terms, form and contents as to the sale and issuance of bonds herein authorized, including without limitation the determination of whether to issue bonds having substantially level or declining debt service and all matters related thereto, and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the renewals of said bond anticipation notes, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town, the chief fiscal officer of the Town (the “Town Supervisor”).  Further, pursuant to subdivision b of Section 11.00 of the Law, in the event that bonds to be issued for one or more of the objects or purposes authorized by this resolution are combined for sale, pursuant to subdivision c of Section 57.00 of the Law, with bonds to be issued for one or more objects or purposes authorized by other resolutions of the Town Board, then the power of the Town Board to determine the “weighted average period of probable usefulness” (within the meaning of subdivision a of Section 11.00 of the Law) for such combined objects or purposes is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor.


Section 9.  The Town Supervisor is hereby further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for Federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section I 03 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, if applicable, as “qualified tax-exempt bonds” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.


Section 10.  The Town Supervisor is further authorized to enter into a continuing disclosure undertaking with or for the benefit of the initial purchaser of the bonds or notes in compliance with the provisions of Rule 15c2-12, promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.


Section 11.  The intent of this resolution is to give the Town Supervisor sufficient authority to execute those applications, agreements and instruments, or to do any similar acts necessary to affect the issuance of the aforesaid serial bonds or bond anticipation notes without resorting to further action of this Town Board.


Section 12.  The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a copy of this resolution to be published in full in the official newspaper of the Town for such purpose, together with a notice of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Law.


Section 13.  The validity of the bonds authorized by this resolution and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds may be contested only if:

(A) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town is not authorized to expend money; or

(B) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of such resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or 

(C) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Councilman Boehm asked for an explanation of the resolution.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that it is an EFC Bond for the project.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is an EFC Grant that basically allows them to borrow up to that amount of money for the trunk sewer line in the Hamlet and it will give them between 0 and 2% interest rate. 

RES. #178-13 APPOINT ATTORNEY TO COMPLETE EFC GRANT APPLICATION

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 3 – NAYS 0 – ABSENT 2 (Rogers, Dolan) – SO MOVED
WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is desirous of completing the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYS EFC) Grant Application in an effort to obtain a bond for improvements and upgrades to the Town’s Wastewater Treatment Plant; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans wishes to authorize Michael J. Biscone, Esq. to complete any and all legal paperwork to obtain a $3,330,000.00 Grant from NYS EFC Grant Application; and

WHEREAS, the project will generally consist of improvements to the existing Town’s sewer system, including the pump stations and upgrades to the existing wastewater treatment plan, includes replacing and/or re-routing the collection system trunk sewer to increase capacity and improve flow conditions; and 

WHEREAS, the project includes planning, design, construction, legal, administration, bonding, fiscal and issuance costs; and

WHEREAS, the attorney’s fees will be fixed at ½ % when the project grant is awarded; 

and

WHEREAS,  the SEQRA action was completed on January 28, 2013 and it was determined to be a Type II action in accordance with 6NYCRR Part 617.5© for these proposed upgrades to the Town of Coeymans Hamlet Sewer District,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans Town Board hereby appoints Michael J. Biscone, Esq. to complete the necessary paperwork for the NYS EFC Grant Application.

Supervisor Flach stated that they picked Michael Biscone because the Village and Town are working jointly with the DEC Order on Consent.
Councilman Masti asked if the fee of ½% is a standard fee.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that it is the cap allowed by the regulations.

Councilman Boehm stated that it would be ½% of the $3,330,000.00.

Supervisor Flach stated that hopefully it will be less than that, they are still working on the plans and DEC has to approve the plans.

RES. #179-13 AUTHORIZE TOWN CLERK TO SIGN LICENSE ISSUING CONTRACT WITH NYS DEC
On motion of Supervisor Flach, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 3 – NAYS 0 – ABSENT 2 (Rogers, Dolan) – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYS DEC) is authorized by Section 11-0713 of the Environmental Conservation Law and applicable rules and regulations to appoint agents to issue licenses for the privilege of hunting and fishing in New York State; and

WHEREAS, the NYS DEC has determined that the Town Clerk of the Town of Coeymans is qualified to be appointed as a license agent,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Clerk of the Town of Coeymans is hereby authorized to execute a License Issuing Agent Contract with the NYS DEC for the sale of hunting and fishing licenses to our constituents.

Councilman Masti asked that Town Clerk Millious explain what the resolution means.

Town Clerk Millious stated that it is saying that they are going to a new program and taking the old program and computer and that her Deputy went to the training and it is something that all licensing agents have to do.

Councilman Masti asked if it is going to cost the Town more or less.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she has always used DEC’s computer in case there was a problem with it and they are going to take it.

Councilman Masti asked if she will have to buy a new computer.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she has an old computer that she can use and designate for selling licenses and added that down the road she will replace a workstation computer and then that computer can become the computer for selling licenses. 
Councilman Masti asked if she has to designate one separate computer for it.

Town Clerk Millious stated that she does and it is good to have at the counter and it will now be different, like an on-line service where people can buy their licenses on-line but those not wishing to do that will come in and it is a good service to provide and she wishes to continue doing it.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Alyssa C. Williams’ resignation as Part-Time Tele-communicator be accepted effective December 8, 2013.

Councilman Boehm stated that he wanted to thank her for her service to the Town.

Supervisor Flach read the following into the record:

I am writing to inform you that I am resigning from my position as part-time tele-communicator. My last day will be December 8, 2013. I want to thank you and the entire staff for the many opportunities for professional and personal growth development that have been given to me over the last three and a half years. I have enjoyed my time with the company and appreciate the help and support provided to me over the course of my time in the department. The skills I have learned here have helped me make dispatching a full-time career. Thank you again for everything.

Councilman Boehm asked if she was taking a position with the Albany County Sheriff’s Department.

Supervisor Flach stated that she took a full-time position elsewhere but he does not know where.
RES. #181-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO RENEW BAN FOR H39 PROJECT

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 3 – NAYS 0 – ABSENT 2 (Rogers, Dolan) – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans has a BAN in the amount of $300,000.00 for the Capital H39 Project; and

WHEREAS, the BAN must be renewed yearly,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans does hereby authorize Supervisor Stephen D. Flach to renew the BAN for the H39 Project.

Supervisor Flach stated that the H39 Project is for the storm water sewer down on Colvin Avenue, which they have not completed and it has to be renewed every year.

RES. #182-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO RENEW BAN FOR SEWER DEPARTMENT

On motion of Supervisor Flach, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 3 – NAYS 0 – ABSENT 2 (Rogers, Dolan) – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans has a BAN in the amount of $320,000.00 which was for sewer debt;

WHEREAS, the BAN must be renewed yearly,
