APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Supervisor Flach stated that there were three sets of minutes for Town Board approval, a Town Board Meeting on November 12th, a Town Board Workshop on November 19th and a Town Board Meeting on November 25th and then asked for a motion to approve them.

NEW BUSINESS

Equipment Operator I – Highway Department

Supervisor Flach asked for a motion to advertise for a Highway Equipment Operator I on an as needed basis.

Councilman Boehm asked what the salary is for that position.

Highway Superintendent Searles stated that it is entry level Operator I.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is approximately $18.30 an hour.

Councilman Dolan asked if it is in the budget for next year.

Supervisor Flach stated that it was.

MOTION
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilman Masti, authorizing advertising for the position of Operator I for the Highway Department on an “as needed” basis at the negotiated rate.

VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

Councilman Dolan asked if there was any limit on what “as needed” means and added that as needed could mean 50 hours a week.
Supervisor Flach stated that there is money in the budget for seasonal if it got to that point.

Highway Superintendent Deering interjected that if it is part-time, you can only work up to 24 hours a week but if it seasonal, you can work all week and added that it would be part-time as needed.

Supervisor Flach stated that there are “X” amount of dollars in the budget and he has to stay within that.
Councilman Dolan stated that since they are advertising the position, it might be important to know how many hours a week it could or is going to be.
Supervisor Flach stated that being per diem could mean one hour or 50 hours and reiterated that it is as needed.

Councilman Boehm inquired as to if per diem is the same as part-time.

Supervisor Flach stated that basically it is part-time, but it’s not part-time, and reiterated that it is per diem.
Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles asked how the ad for the Police Department mechanic was worded because that is per diem and he works as needed, which could be 2 hours one week and 8 hours the next.

Councilman Dolan stated that the difference is that there is a dollar amount attached to that and it would be not to exceed a certain amount of money.

Highway Superintendent Deering interjected that $10,000.00 was put in the budget for it.
Supervisor Flach stated that there is an operating budget of “X” amount of dollars for part-time / seasonal help, which is something the Highway Superintendent can do and he is the one that controls the hours vs. the budget.

Councilman Dolan stated that nothing prevents this from hiring someone to work 40 hours a week for 52 weeks a year.

Supervisor Flach stated that it would have to be in the budget in order to do it.

Councilman Dolan stated that they said money is in the budget and there is a whole different procedure for hiring a full-time person as opposed to a per diem person.

Councilman Boehm stated that the limit is not in the resolution and that is the problem and that he thinks it is a legitimate question to ask if it is a full-time or part-time position.
Highway Deputy Searles interjected that it is not full-time, it is part-time and they don’t have it in the budget for a full-time position.

Councilman Boehm stated that he wished to amend the motion to read that it is a part-time position.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other questions, hearing none he called for the vote. (above)

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is required to establish Sewer Rates for 2014, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was duly advertised in the official newspaper of the Town and held on December 9, 2013 at 6:30 P.M. at Town Hall and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to the Proposed 2014 Sewer Rates; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board considers the number of uses per parcel to calculate the parcel billing for operation and maintenance and capital improvements, and each use is hereby charged:

Councilman Dolan asked if it was advertised as they had discussed at a prior meeting.

Supervisor Flach stated that it was and it was in the paper.

Town Clerk Millious showed Councilman Dolan the proof of the ad.

BOND RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN

$284,000.00 IN SERIAL BONDS OF THE TOWN TO FINANCE

CERTAIN EXPENDITURES OF THE TOWN’S SEWER DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans (the “Town Board”) is considering the authorization of certain debt to benefit the Town’s Sewer District at a maximum aggregate cost of $284,000.00 (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town, acting as lead agency under the State Environmental Quality Review Act and the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation adopted there under (collectively, “SEQRA”), previously determined that the Project constitutes a “Type II” action within the meaning of SEQRA, and that it will not have significant impact on the environment, and that no further actions or proceedings are required to be taken under SEQRA; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board now wishes to appropriate funds for the Project and to authorize the issuance of the Town’s serial bonds or bond anticipation notes to finance said appropriation; 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF COEYMANS, ALBANY COUNTY, NEW YORK (the “Town”) HEREBY RESOLVES (by affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of such body), AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  The Town is hereby authorized to issue up to $284,000. principal amount of serial bonds (including, without limitation, statutory installment bonds) pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, constituting Chapter 33-a of the Consolidated Law of the State of New York (the “Law”) to finance the estimated cost of the Project.


Section 2.  It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the aforementioned specific objects or purposes is $284,000. said amount is hereby appropriated therefore and the plan for the financing thereof shall consist of the issuance of up to $284,000. in serial bonds of the Town authorized to be issued pursuant to Section 1 of this resolution or bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of such serial bonds.


Section 3.  It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforementioned specific objects or purposes is fifteen (15) years, pursuant to paragraph 27-a of subdivision a, of Section 11.00 of the Law.


Section 4.  The final maturity of the bonds herein authorized to be issued shall not be in excess of fifteen (15) years measured from the date of issuance of the first serial bond or bond anticipation note issued pursuant to Section 1 of this resolution.


Section 5.  Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation thereof, pursuant to Section 107.00(d)(3)(1) of the Law.


Section 6.  The temporary use of available funds of the Town, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the law, for the capital purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The Town shall reimburse such expenditures with the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by Section 1 of this resolution.  This resolution shall constitute a declaration of official intent to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 1 hereof with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein, as required by United Stated Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.


Section 7.  Each of the serial bonds authorized by this resolution and bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Law and said serial bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall be general obligations of the Town, payable as to both principal and interest by a general tax upon all the real property within the Town without legal or constitutional limitation as to rate or amount.  The faith and credit of the Town are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal and interest on said serial bonds and bond anticipation notes and provisions shall be made annually in the budget of the Town by appropriation for (a) the amortization and redemption of the bonds and bond anticipation notes to mature in such year and (b) the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.


Section 8.  Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of said obligations and of Section 21.00 , Section 50.00, Section 54.90, Section 56.00 through 60.00 and Sections 62.10 and 63.00 of the Law, the powers and duties of the Town Board relative to authorizing serial bonds and bond anticipation notes and prescribing terms, form and contents as to the sale and issuance of bonds herein authorized, including without limitation the determination of whether to issue bonds having substantially level or declining debt service and all matters related thereto, and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the renewals of said bond anticipation notes, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town, the chief fiscal officer of the Town (the “Town Supervisor”).  Further, pursuant to subdivision b of Section 11.00 of the Law, in the event that bonds to be issued for one or more of the objects or purposes authorized by this resolution are combined for sale, pursuant to subdivision c of Section 57.00 of the Law, with bonds to be issued for one or more objects or purposes authorized by other resolutions of the Town Board, then the power of the Town Board to determine the “weighted average period of probable usefulness” (within the meaning of subdivision a of Section 11.00 of the Law) for such combined objects or purposes is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor.


Section 9.  The Town Supervisor is hereby further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for Federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section I 03 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, if applicable, as “qualified tax-exempt bonds” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.


Section 10.  The Town Supervisor is further authorized to enter into a continuing disclosure undertaking with or for the benefit of the initial purchaser of the bonds or notes in compliance with the provisions of Rule 15c2-12, promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.


Section 11.  The intent of this resolution is to give the Town Supervisor sufficient authority to execute those applications, agreements and instruments, or to do any similar acts necessary to affect the issuance of the aforesaid serial bonds or bond anticipation notes without resorting to further action of this Town Board.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans (the “Town Board”) is considering the authorization of certain debt to benefit the Town’s Sewer District at a maximum aggregate cost of $280,000.00 (the “Project”); and

RES. #188-13 AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO EXECUTE CROWN CASTLE LICENSE AGREEMENT

On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Councilwoman Rogers, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Albany County Sheriff’s Office had requested permission to locate a telecommunications apparatus on the Gedney Hill Tower; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans and Crown Castle have an existing lease arrangement pertaining to the Gedney Hill Tower which provides that those  who co-locate on the Tower will pay an annual  fee to be split between the Town and Crown; and

WHEREAS, the ordinary fee to be charged the Sheriff would be $48,000.00 per year; and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff has requested a lower fee due to his public service function and for other good reasons; and
WHEREAS, the Town is willing to accommodate the Sheriff’s request,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans and Crown agree to accept a total annual payment from the Sheriff of $30,000.00 to be split $6,000.00 to the Town of Coeymans and $24,000.00 to Crown, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Supervisor Stephen D. Flach is authorized to execute the “Government Entity Tower License Agreement”.

Councilwoman Rogers stated that it is normally $48,000.00 and then asked who came to the figure of $30,000.00.

Supervisor Flach stated that normally it is $48,000.00 but they made a deal with Crown saying that they would take only $6,000.00 from the Sheriff but Crown is still getting their $24,000.00.
RES. #189-13 ESTABLISH CAPITAL PROJECTS H-41 WWTP UPGRADES

On motion of Councilman Dolan, seconded by Councilman Boehm, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans has determined that the Waste Water Treatment Plant Collection System is in need of upgrades and repairs in accordance with the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Order on Consent; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is desirous of creating a Capital Project to perform the necessary upgrades and repairs to the Waste Water Treatment Plant Collection System; and

WHEREAS, that Capital Project be known as Capital Project H41,
