Supervisor Flach stated that the Town Offices would be closed on July 4th in observance of Independence Day.

PRESENTATION

Proclamation – Girl Scout Troop 1490

Supervisor Flach stated that Girl Scout Troop 1490 was present to receive a Proclamation and continued by inviting Marlene McTigue to give an overview of the project.

Ms. McTigue stated that she is a troop leader along with Lynn Smith and Kayla Northrup for Troop 1490 and they are excited that they brought seven girls into Cadethood from Juniors yesterday and they can look forward to lots of good stuff from them in the future. She then thanked the Town Board for the Proclamation that they will be receiving for their Bronze Award Project, which is the highest award that a Junior Girl Scout can achieve and it is a leadership journey that requests the girls take part in a project that benefits their community. She continued by saying that they came up with a project that they titled Save Our Planet Sunday, where they decided that they were going to go to their community and try to convince the community to go plastic bag free starting with one day a year. She went on by saying that Save Our Planet Sunday took place on June 9th, which the girls did a lot of work and they started by doing a presentation to the community on how they can go 100% plastic bag free if everyone gets behind the project and aside from putting that project together and presenting it, the girls went into Pieter B. Elementary and they told students about the project and with the help of Shop and Save they had 400 paper bags that the girls instructed how to decorate with information about Save Our Planet Sunday. She added that on June 9th the girls went to the aisles of Shop and Save with their paper bags and stood at the end of the rows of all the aisles and as people went through the checkout they explained how plastic bags are harmful to the environment and offered them a more environmentally sensible option of one of their paper bags. She continued by saying that it took each girl approximately 20 hours of work to complete the project and they have since had the backing of the Village of Ravena in proclaiming that the second Sunday of each June every year will be Save Our Planet Sunday and they will do their best to encourage the community to go plastic bag free on that day.
Supervisor Flach thanked Ms. McTigue and then invited the girls to the front for presentation of their Proclamation.

PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, Girl Scout Troop 1490 has taken a stance on an environmental issue that has become problematic worldwide as well as for the Town of Coeymans; and

WHEREAS, Girl Scout Troop 1490 has taken on the task of helping the Town of Coeymans become a cleaner and better place to live, work and play by urging our community to be “plastic bag free”; and

WHEREAS, it takes 20-30 years for a plastic bag to disintegrate; and

WHEREAS, millions of animals are seriously injured or killed on land and in our waterways, many from becoming entangled or ingesting plastic bags; and 
WHEREAS, the mission of Troop 1490 is to encourage our community to be “plastic bag free” beginning with one day a year,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans, proclaims that every second Sunday in June be plastic bag free and called “Save Our Planet Sunday”.
Supervisor Flach thanked the Girl Scouts for thinking about their community.

Councilman Dolan stated that it is a great project and 20 hours a week is a significant amount of time to devote to the project.
*****************************

PUBLIC COMMENT

Supervisor Flach invited the public to comment at this time.

Ms. Regina Palmer stated that she wanted to see if it would be possible to put together a committee for the Proposed Rental Ordinance, which she had proposed at an earlier meeting and in speaking with other community members and the Neighborhood Association she learned that there a couple of things that could help them such as the Association of Towns that may have samples of ordinances. She continued by saying that she thinks she could get quite a few people to be involved with the committee who would like to speak up about it and they could move forward to hopefully get something on the books. She added that on Division Street there is a problematic sewer pump that they have been working on and had asked her to call when the alarm goes off, which she has done and not everyone knows the number so they need to put a number on the pump along with putting the signal button back on to turn off the alarm, which is right near her house when it goes off.
Councilman Dolan stated that he thinks that they switched the mechanism.

Supervisor Flach stated that they will check on it with the Chief Operator.

Councilman Boehm stated that there was a template for a Proposed Rental Ordinance that they sent to Code Enforcement Officer Conrad for review.
Councilman Dolan stated that it was from the Village and they also had a sample from Ms. Palmer that was from the Village of Geneseo and added that he would like to move forward with it and will spearhead a committee involving the Chief of Police and District Attorney’s Office who does work on nuisance landlords and their tenants along with some education on rights and responsibilities of landlords. He added that he would also like to submit a sample draft to the Town Board who will in turn give it to the Attorney for the Town for review.
Supervisor Flach asked that Councilman Dolan keep the Town Board informed and thanked him for his time. He then asked if there were any other comments.

Ms. Joann Segal stated that she is from the Hamlet of Coeymans and was present to talk about the proposition of TCI moving into our town. She added that she is so glad that the Girl Scouts are so involved with environmental issues in this town and want to protect the town in the future and she would love it if the Board was as involved with environmental issues as they are. She continued by saying that there was an informational meeting at the Riverview Baptist Church, with no Town Board Members present and it would have been very informative had they been there. She added that some of the questions that she has with industries such as TCI and Braman Precast coming into a property that is being rented out by another industry and owned by someone else, is what the Town’s requirements are for the industries that want to relocate here, near our schools, churches and densely populated areas as well as, do they have a contract with them, did they put up a Bond,  how much insurance do they require of these industries to protect the Town in case of disaster, and what does the fire company have to say about the relocation of TCI who had a tremendous fire in Ghent. She went on by saying that they moved to Ghent after they were not allowed to move to Athens because the Athens Fire Department told them they could not handle such disasters because they have a volunteer fire company and their infrastructure can not handle something like that and continued by asking what the Hamlet Fire Department has to say and if they are able to handle a disaster that occurs in any of these industrial areas near our churches, homes, and schools. She continued by saying that they left Newburgh after they had a fire there and went to Athens and Athens said no because their Fire Department didn’t approve it and then they went to Ghent, where they now have a lawsuit because Ghent does not want them to rebuild there on property that they own and then asked why the Town of Coeymans is allowing this business or any other business similar to come here and they must have very good reason. She added that if it is tax money, she believes in Ghent they had 23 million dollars worth of damage that they filed a claim for, but the business was assessed at $560,000.00 and paid under $5,000.00 in Town taxes and then asked what the incentive is that the Town has to bring something like this right behind Pieter B. Coeymans, right near the Hamlet and into our Town.
Supervisor Flach thanked Ms. Segal and then asked if there were any other comments.

Ms. Barbara Heinzen stated that she lives on Rte. 144 and she wanted to build on what Ms. Segal had said and continued by saying that she was also at the Riverview Church and heard Brian Hemlock’s description of his business and as much as she likes him, she sees no reason to believe his reassurances that this is a safe business. She continued by reading the following:

Not only is it not a record of a safe business, it is a business that is incompatible with the Comprehensive Plan of this Town and therefore brining it here is illegal under New York  State Law, you can check the Code if you want to. It is also against our own Town Code, which prohibits the importation of solid waste from elsewhere in New York State. Why are we deliberately disregarding our own laws? Finally, we have no definitions of what constitutes safe and permitted industrial activity on that segment of the rezoned map. How can you bring in a business when you don’t even know what is permitted? I urge you not to give TCI permission to be in this Town and if you decide that you must have somebody come and you still want to consider it, which is why you are going to be hiring an Engineering Firm, Arcadis and I don’t have any idea what their qualifications are. Why are you hiring just one firm when this is probably a fairly serious piece of work, Why are you not having three competitive bids, which is required? Why are you not considering the serious environmental engineering firms in Troy and elsewhere in this area? There are several that you could consider. And what is the scope of the work that you are requiring from this engineering firm? Nothing has been published so I don’t even know what you are hiring this firm to do. I hope you can answer those questions because it is your responsibility. What is more important than having a business in Town that you think is going to be good or protect the future of the children in this town? We don’t want dangerous businesses here.
Supervisor Flach asked if anyone else wished to speak.

Mr. Brian Hemlock introduced himself as one of the owners of TCI and added that he appreciates them letting him come to give some comments. He continued by congratulating the Girl Scouts for everything that they did as well as thanking Barbara for helping put together the program at the Riverview Baptist Church and it is nice for a community to get together to discuss issues. He added that there are some facts that he would like to put out about TCI and continued by reading the following:

· TCI transports and dismantles transformers and electrical equipment for one of the largest utility companies in the country.

· TCI has 50 years of experience; we are part of a larger network of companies spanning over 4 states.

· TCI is closely monitored, not only by our clients but by the EPA and DEC.

· TCI operations are self-contained. We don’t use any local water systems for processing. Our operations don’t produce pollutants; we take pollutants out of the environment.
· TCI has full-time support from Environmental Protection Services of Vermont, which is on 24-hour standby for any type of response.

· TCI’s truck fleet is small and consists of two trucks.

· Our work force numbers 12-15, we are looking to add up to 10 more with our new operation.

· TCI’s facility will be state-of-the-art which is:

- A $5 million investment

- It is a passive house architectural design, which will be the only one of its kind
  in the United States.

- It will include a Fire Flex Foam Suppression System and they understand that

  fire suppression is a key addition to their facility and no other facility has fire 

  protection like this.

- TCI will be clean, modern and environmentally friendly.

· TCI expects to generate approximately $100,000.00 in local taxes in our first year of operation.

· TCI is looking to generate over $200,000.00 in local spending on gas, diners, groceries, hardware stores, etc.

· TCI is active philanthropists in the community through academic scholarships and charitable support.

He added that in talking about the fire in Ghent, it was a large event but at the same time, that fire that occurred in Ghent cannot happen here because there was one factor in that fire, which was sodium and they have completely taken sodium out of the equation and it will no longer be part of their business along with the subcontractor that bought the sodium on site and they have now purchased an oil refinery in Ohio that will be handling all of the oil. He continued by saying that 6 years ago they had a change of ownership in TCI and he and his other partners have had nothing to do with TCI prior to 2006, it is a completely new company with new ownership and part of a network of over fifty years of experience in the dismantling and safe handling of oil filled electrical equipment. He concluded by saying that he appreciates everyone’s time.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments, hearing none he moved to the next item on the agenda.

This appointment is effective July 8th to August 16th, and will be at the hourly rate of $7.25.

Councilman Dolan stated that this is the program that they split the cost with the Village and both Directors for each program indicated that on average, one kid takes a week off during the season for family vacations, etc. and both have been really good over the years at staffing their programs.

Councilman Boehm stated that they have to make sure that there is enough staff to maintain the numbers, which can be 60-70 kids a day.

Supervisor Flach stated that he spoke to Mr. Norris about that because his son who will be working for the Summer Recreation Program will be taking a week off for a family vacation. He continued by saying that Mr. Norris was asking about a beach volleyball court and in turn he spoke with the Mayor about trying to work it out.

Councilman Boehm interjected that he spoke with Trustees Case and Persico and there use to be one there.

Councilman Dolan stated that they were going to bring it up at their meeting.

Supervisor Flach stated that he has made some calls about getting some sand donated but he does not know if it is going to happen.

Councilman Dolan suggested that they wait on the sand until they know the Village’s intention.
RES. #105-13 APPOINT MICHAEL BISCONE SPECIAL COUNSEL FOR ENVIRONMENTAL FUND GRANT

On motion of Supervisor Flach, seconded by Councilman Boehm, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is desirous of completing the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYS EFC) Grant Application in an effort to obtain a bond for improvements and upgrades to the Town’s Wastewater Treatment Plant, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans wishes to authorize Michael Biscone, Esq. to complete any and all legal paperwork to obtain a $3,330,000.00 Bond for NYS EFC Grant Application, and

WHEREAS, the project will generally consist of improvements to the existing Town’s sewer waste water system, including the pump stations and upgrades to the existing wastewater treatment plant, includes replacing and/or re-routing the collection system truck sewer to increase capacity and improve flow conditions, and

WHEREAS, the project includes planning, design, construction, legal, administration, bonding, fiscal and issuance costs, and
WHEREAS, the attorney’s fees will be fixed at ½% when the project grant is awarded; and
WHEREAS, the SEQRA action was completed on January 28, 2013 and it was determined to be a Type II Action in accordance with 6NYCRR Part 617.5© for these proposed upgrades to the Town of Coeymans Hamlet Sewer District.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans Town Board hereby appoints Michael Biscone to complete the necessary paperwork for the NYS EFC Grant Application.

Councilman Dolan stated that if he understands it correctly, all of the work will put them in total compliance with DEC’s Consent Order.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is in conjunction with the Village and they will be having a Joint Meeting to discuss sewer issues with the Village and added that it is just an application and what they decide to do with it is up to them when the time comes.
RES. #106-13 AMEND BUDGET – HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans Highway Department is desirous of purchasing a 2013 combination dump body to replace a 2000 combination dump body, and

WHEREAS, the Highway Department has requested the transfer of funds within the Highway Department accounts to allow for said purchase,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans does hereby amend the adopted 2013 budget as follows:


Decrease Special Improvement – DB5112.4

Increase Machinery – DB5130.2


$23,612.47

Councilman Boehm stated that this is not the full amount and the total is approximately $26,700.00 and then asked where the additional funds are coming from.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that there was $40,000.00 in the budget for the truck and it was only $36,000.00.
Supervisor Flach stated that the extra $4,000.00 is in the DB5130.2 Machinery Fund and then asked Highway Superintendent Deering if he had anything to add.
Highway Superintendent Deering asked if they are taking it out of the DB5112 Fund.

Supervisor Flach stated that they are taking it out of the DB5112 and putting it in the Machinery Fund for the purchase of the box.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is money that they are not going to have to fund DB5112.4 for and it is $24,679.27 that they are not going to have to take out of tax revenue and put it in there because they have a difference of $24,000.00. He added that he hopes they are taking it from somewhere else and not out of DB5112, which is roads, which will decrease it.

Supervisor Flach stated that they can’t take the CHIPS fund and the money that was in the road account is the extra.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is money that they didn’t have to put in there out of tax revenue and this is what he is getting at and to him it sounds like they are taking out of DB5112.4 and decreasing it by $24,000.00

Supervisor Flach stated that because they have more CHIPS money in there, they have to take the $23,000.00 not from CHIPS but from the roads fund and put it in the line item of the machinery.
Highway Superintendent Deering asked if it means that he is still going to have $190,000.00 in there.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles interjected that they will because of the increase in the CHIPS money.

Supervisor Flach stated that the CHIPS money is $111,000.00 and they only expected $87,000.00 so he will still have the $190,000.00 in there.

Highway Superintendent Deering reiterated that it sounded like they were going to take it out of there.

Supervisor Flach stated that part of the $190,000.00 was for CHIPS money and money that was budgeted and the extra $24,000.00 will come out of that and go to the machinery fund and he will still have his money for the roads.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he is hearing it wrong and added that they are taking $24,000.00 out of DB5112, which is roads money.
Supervisor Flach stated that they are taking the excess $23,000.00.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he didn’t have any excess.

Supervisor Flach interjected that he does have excess because of the CHIPS money.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that they did not fund that and they can take it out of the tax because they don’t have to fund it and CHIPS has nothing to do with it, which is $24,679.00 more, which is a difference. He continued by saying that he wants to make sure that he understands it.

Councilman Boehm asked where it would come from if they don’t take it out of DB5112.4
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it would be the sales tax revenue that they get that they don’t have to fund it with.

Supervisor Flach stated that it still has to be moved.

Highway Superintendent Deering agreed and it would be moved to DB5130.2 and reiterated that it would be out of sales tax.

Supervisor Flach stated that he didn’t have the figures in front of him.

Councilman Boehm asked if they wanted to table it until they have it figured out.

Supervisor Flach stated that it would put it off another month and he is 99% sure that it is right.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it is fine as long as it does not cut his DB5112.4 and he still has $190,000.00 total.

Supervisor Flach stated that because the CHIPS was more, it goes into the DB5112.4, which will bring it back down to $190,000.00.
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that it was not in there totally to start with and he only got $190,000.00.

Supervisor Flach stated that $190,000.00 was budgeted but in the mean time they received more CHIPS money than they anticipated, which went into the fund so the excess went into DB5112.4
Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he didn’t get anything saying that it did and this is why he is questioning it.

Supervisor Flach reiterated that he believes it is correct and if it is not they will change it at the next meeting with a resolution.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he does not want to hold it up.

Councilman Dolan interjected that the question is how the money got into the DB5112.4
Supervisor Flach stated that this is what he has to check on and he is not sure why he didn’t see it when it came in.

Deputy Highway Superintendent Searles stated that the CHIPS money does not come in until after they have work done and they send it in.

Councilman Dolan inquired as to if the money is really in there that they are moving out of there.

Supervisor Flach stated that the $23,000.00 is in there and once they do the road improvements they get the CHIPS money that goes back into that.
Deputy Highway Searles stated that it is $87,000.00 that was from before, so budgeted into the budget is the $103,000.00 and they are getting the extra CHIPS money, which is $24,000.00 and out of the $103,000.00 is where they are taking the $23,612.47.

Councilman Dolan reiterated that his question is if the money is actually in the account or are they just taking it out of future money that they are going to bill for.
Supervisor Flach reiterated that there is money in the account right now but it is not the CHIPS money and there $190,000.00 budgeted and the 90 part is in there.

Councilman Boehm interjected that they don’t get the CHIPS money until they actually complete the project.

Supervisor Flach stated that CHIPS is only half of the fund.

Councilman Dolan reiterated that his question is if the money is in there.

Supervisor Flach stated that it is.

RES. # 107-13 AUTHORIZE HANNACROIX CREEK PROJECT BAN

On motion of Councilman Masti, seconded by Councilman Dolan, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, Hannacroix Creek sustained a great deal of flood damage during Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee, and
WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans is in the process of repairing the damage caused by these storms, and

WHEREAS, the project is to be reimbursed by FEMA, and

WHEREAS, the Town is desirous of obtaining a BAN, not to exceed $325,000.00 so that the Hannacroix Creek Project can move forward,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans hereby authorizes Town Supervisor Stephen D. Flach to hire Bond Counsel to obtain the BAN necessary to continue this project.

Chief Darlington stated that it should not say as a result of Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee because it was the storm from seven years ago.
Collectively the Town Board agreed.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch suggested that they put “great deal of flood damage”.

Collectively the Town Board agreed to amend the resolution as suggested by Attorney for the Town Wukitsch.

Councilman Dolan asked who the Bond Counsel will be.

Supervisor Flach stated that they don’t have one yet and then asked Attorney for the Town Wukitsch if they have to include a name in the resolution.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that they don’t but at some point as a group they have to appoint an attorney to handle the Bond.

Supervisor Flach asked if it could be done at the same time when they do the Bond Resolution.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that they could.
RES. #108-13 AMEND BUDGET – FEMA
On motion of Councilman Boehm, seconded by Supervisor Flach, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans has received monies from FEMA in 2012 due to Hurricane Irene, and

WHEREAS, the Town has deferred such monies in 2012 and did not include monies in the 2013 adopted budget.

WHEREAS, such monies are to go to the Parks Department to replace a shed that had been damaged due to the flooding from Hurricane Irene,

RES. #109-13 AUTHORIZE GEDNEY HILL CONTRACT

On motion of Supervisor Flach, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Albany County Sheriff’s Office has requested permission to locate a telecommunications apparatus on the Gedney Hill Tower, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans and Crown have an existing lease arrangement pertaining to the Gedney Hill Tower, which provides that those who co-locate on the Tower will pay an annual fee to be split between the Town and Crown, and

WHEREAS, the ordinary fee to be charged the Sheriff’s would be $48,000.00 per year, and
WHEREAS, the Sheriff has requested a lower fee due to his public service function and for other good reasons, and

WHEREAS, the Town is willing to accommodate the Sheriff’s request,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Coeymans and Crown agree to accept a total annual payment from the Sheriff of $30,000.00 to be split $6,000.00 to the Town of Coeymans and $24,000.00 to Crown.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to sign any necessary documents to effectuate this arrangement and agreement.

Councilman Dolan stated that he wanted to thank Chief Darlington and Attorney for the Town Wukitsch for working on it and it seemed like they were at a stalemate quite a few times but they kept pressing forward. He added that he also wanted to thank the Sheriff for doing this because they had other options as well as increasing public safety in the Town of Coeymans by increasing communications and providing some alternate plans if there main way of communicating were to go down.

Councilman Boehm interjected that they are also providing an emergency back-up generator, which saved the Town some money.
Councilman Dolan stated that they are also providing a climate controlled shelter as well as better back-up, which will be good for the Town’s communications in general.

Supervisor Flach stated that the Sheriff talked about doing this last year and he wanted to thank the Town Board for going through with it and getting it done. 

Councilman Boehm interjected that it is a shared service.

RES. #110-13 AUTHORIZE HIRING ENGINEERING FIRM

On motion of Councilwoman Rogers, seconded by Councilman Masti, the following resolution was APPROVED – VOTE – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – SO MOVED

WHEREAS, the Town of Coeymans Planning Board has requested the Town Board to authorize the hiring of an Engineering firm to assist in Site Plan Review of the applicant TCI of NY, LLC.

WHEREAS, the Engineering firm, Arcadis US, has agreed to provide the service of preparing a report for the Town of Coeymans Planning Board in connection with the Site Plan Review of the applicant TCI of NY, LLC.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Coeymans authorizes Supervisor Stephen D. Flach to engage with Arcadis US for the purpose of preparing and completing a report for the Planning Board for a fee not to exceed $5,000.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the fee will be reimbursed by TCI of NY, LLC.

Councilman Masti continued by saying that the Coeymans Fire Department Chief and Emergency Management Coordinator Bruno gave their approval for this as well as TCI having the DEC permits.
Councilman Dolan stated that this was requested by the Planning Board as well as a legal opinion as to whether it violates the Town’s importation of solid waste laws. He added that the Board who decides whether TCI is going to be in Town is the Planning Board and they have sole authority to do Site Plan Review and they asked the Town Board for these tools so they could go through the process and as a Town Board they decided to do it. He continued by saying that it was not easy and he fought very hard to make sure that what the Planning Board wanted, they were able to get and he spoke multiple times since the Workshop with the Planning Board Chair and Vice Chair and asked them both to try to find an engineer that they wanted to use and they kept kicking it back to the Town Board. He went on by saying that he would have been happier if they had picked their own engineer or gave them recommendations but that is not what happened and reiterated that the Planning Board is the Board that is vested with the authority to approve or disapprove it and as a self-standing, autonomous Board it is up to them to make a decision whether it should be sited there or not. He added by saying that he plans on assisting them in any way that they can so they can make a decision that is based on the law and they fought to get the Site Plan Review Law in place and in his opinion when they are passing a Zoning Law they offered as a measure that the Site Plan Review would be in place and would be the safety valve for whatever was going to happen in those zoned areas. He concluded by reiterating that it is very important that they give the Planning Board the tools that they have asked for and to let them follow the law and make a decision based on what they have perceived the facts to be.
Councilman Boehm interjected that he agrees with Councilman Dolan and he thinks that they need to support the Planning Board because this is a bit more complicated and they need some guidance, which the Town Board should offer to them. He added that the Planning Board is made up of competent individuals who care a lot about their community and he trusts that they will make a good decision and they should offer them the assistance that they request.

Supervisor Flach stated that the law does allow the Planning Board to get Special Counsel at such times they feel it is needed.
Councilman Dolan interjected that they felt as though they didn’t have the expertise to review all of the elements of this plan and this is one of the things that they asked for and he would be in favor of granting them anything they need so they can make the most intelligent decision that they can based on the facts and the law that is before them.

Supervisor Flach stated that permits, and special use permits, which this is a permitted use, is not part of Site Plan Review and they have to make sure that they are within their scope of what Site Plan Review is and he has spoken to the Chairman of the Planning Board and stated this as a concern.

Councilman Dolan stated that there is a remedy if the applicants or other people disagree with the decision of the Planning Board but it is their decision to initially make, it is not the Town Board’s decision or anyone else.

Councilman Masti asked how they would trust one engineer over another.

Councilman Dolan stated that they are not looking for an answer, they want to get information so they themselves can make a decision and the engineer that they are hiring does not have any power or authority to say yes or no to the project, they are there to review the facts and answer questions for the Planning Board. He continued by saying that as they have more and more complicated applications like this, they may have to come up with another mechanism so the Planning Board feels comfortable making complicated decisions and he thinks it is great that the Planning Board recognized that they needed the opinion of someone else to explain things to them rather than just say yes or no off the top of their heads and he is glad that they are seeking some expertise so that they can make an intelligent decision.
Councilman Boehm stated that in reviewing the resolution, in paragraph three it says that it authorizes the Supervisor to engage with Arcadis US and he would like it changed to say that it authorizes the Planning Board.
Supervisor Flach stated that it was fine because the Planning Board is who they will be talking to and continued by saying that they as a Town Board have to fund the project. 

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that the Town Board will pay it initially and then be reimbursed.

Supervisor Flach interjected that the Planning Board has no authority to expend funds and the Town Board is doing this for them.

Councilman Boehm asked if it is alright to say that the Planning Board will engage with Arcadis US.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that they can sign the contract and the engineer will be concerned that someone will sign the contract, which is what they are talking about.
Councilman Boehm stated that he agrees that the Supervisor has to sign it but he feels as though it should be the Planning Board that engages directly with the Engineering firm. 

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that when they talk about engage, they are talking about retain.

Supervisor Flach suggested that they change it from engage to retain.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that it could say that the Supervisor retain for the benefit of the Planning Board.

Supervisor Flach stated that it already says for the purpose of preparing and completing a report for the Planning Board.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that would be fine and they are signing the agreement and approving a request for payment.

Councilman Masti inquired as to what type of an Engineering Firm it is.

Supervisor Flach stated that they are an Environmental Engineering Firm out of Clifton Park.
Councilman Masti asked who TCI used initially as an engineering firm.
Supervisor Flach stated that he could not tell him that.

Councilman Masti stated that hopefully they will provide them information that they didn’t already have or to confirm what they were told.
Supervisor Flach stated that he has not seen their application or plan for the business.
Councilman Dolan stated that because the Planning Board requested this, it is incumbent upon them to make sure that they get what they need and he is sure that they will.
Councilman Masti stated that he hopes it makes them happy.

Councilman Boehm interjected that they are not doing it frivolously to make them happy.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch interjected that the point of having a consulting engineer would be for the Planning Board to seek advice on specific issues.

Councilman Masti stated that it would be like a second opinion. 

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that it would not be for them to cede their authority to an expert, it would be for them to formulate their questions and then present them to the expert for the expert’s review and then an opinion and this is the point of having an engineer.
Councilman Masti stated that it is a second opinion because they would have already done that.

Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that they could have formulated their own opinions but the point of having an expert is that they have the expertise and knowledge to opine them on technical issues that may come up.
Councilman Masti stated that it is a second opinion because TCI would have already had their engineer do the same thing.
Attorney for the Town Wukitsch stated that this engineer is the Town’s engineer to provide expert advice to rely on rather than having it from the applicants paid consultant.

Councilman Dolan stated that based on how the Site Plan Review Law is written, it is totally within the Planning Board’s authority to listen to the facts and vote yes or no and he thinks that they should be commended for wanting to take a hard look at it, which he trusts that they will.

Town Clerk Millious interjected that there also is a Joint Workshop with the Village of Ravena June 25, 2013 at 6:00pm at Village Hall.
ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Chief Darlington stated that it was mentioned that the Town received a shed for the Irene disaster and then asked that he be informed as to how and when it was received because each FEMA has a blue book, which he has, and in order to receive funds he has to sign the paperwork that is in them and he needs to be kept informed anytime money comes in. He added that as Director of Operations for the Emergency Management Committee, anytime there is a major incident in Town, it falls on his shoulders and Bill Bruno is Director but he does it part-time when he is available, and he would ask that when there are meetings, such as the TCI meeting about the potential hazards in the Town, he would ask that he be invited so he can be aware.
Supervisor Flach stated that he is not sure who was invited to the TCI meeting because he did not get an invitation either.

Chief Darlington stated that he thought it was a formal meeting.

Supervisor Flach stated that he spoke with the Chief and Assistant Chief of the Coeymans Fire Department and they advised that they went down to TCI and will be at the next Planning Board Meeting to give their opinion and were satisfied with what TCI proposed from a fire company point of view.

Councilman Dolan stated that it while it is important what the Fire Department has to say, they don’t have a vote on whether the Planning Board approves it.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he had items to give the Town Board and proceeded to hand them out.
Councilman Boehm asked Highway Superintendent Deering when Stanton Road was going to be paved.

Highway Superintendent Deering stated that he didn’t know.

Councilman Boehm interjected that it is one of the routes for the Capital Region Bicycle Race coming up and then asked that he not schedule it at that time.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Councilman Dolan stated that through his day job at Cornell Cooperative Extension, they are going to be offering a 4H Program in Mosher Park on Thursdays from 1:00 – 3:00 and if anyone has questions they can call him at his office at 756-8650. He continued by saying that the Village has agreed to let them use their facility and it is a compliment to their Joint Summer Program with the Village. He added that there are 30 youth that have been accepted into the Summer Youth Employment Program, which is the most they have ever had in the 15-16 years that he has been doing it and it seems like there are more young people looking for jobs and are probably competing with adults for traditionally youth jobs. He continued by saying that he wanted to congratulate the winners of the Fishing Derby, which was held at the Town’s Waste Water Treatment Plant. He went on by saying that he stated earlier most of what he wanted to say about TCI’s proposal to locate here and as a general rule he does not raise questions during the Public Comment Period because it is a time for the public to comment and not for them to engage back and forth and someone had asked who gave TCI permission to be in town and as far as he knows, no one gave them permission and he was not aware of it officially until last Tuesday, the day of the Workshop Meeting. He added that Councilman Boehm and he have discussed how people are permitted into existing industrial/factory sites and they see a qualitative difference between someone who is recycling transformers versus someone that is recycling concrete or other materials. He continued by saying that he is not necessarily saying that they are not allowing it but they need to take a look when an industry is changing sites and he was unable to attend the meeting that was at the church but his wife did attend and she took notes and informed him of what was said at the meeting. He concluded by saying that he wanted to thank Barbara Heinzen for putting it together and he wanted to thank TCI for sending representatives and from what he was told, it was a good dialog.

Supervisor Masti asked if he could get a copy of the notes.

Councilman Dolan said that he could.

Councilman Masti stated that more information is good.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Councilman Boehm stated that he wanted to thank Troop 1490 for being there and it is nice when they have community groups in the audience. He continued by saying that he wanted to thank Chief Darlington for his work on the tower, which has a long history and they have been able to capitalize on the contract with the County and it is a long-term project that continues to reap results and generate revenue for the Town as well as make it a safer place to be.

Supervisor Flach asked if there were any other comments.

Councilman Masti stated that he would like to encourage more people to show up for the Town Board Meetings and interact because it is what makes government really work.

Supervisor Flach stated that TCI offered an invitation to the Town Board and Planning Board to visit their facility in Alabama at their expense to show their goodwill and that they are very transparent.
Councilman Masti asked if it is the same type of facility.

Supervisor Flach stated that as far as he knows it is.

Councilman Masti stated that the new facility will be state of the art and newer and better.

Mr. Brian Hemlock from TCI stated that it will be a brand new facility, very similar in design but slightly different in the type of material that they will be handling and it is a fully regulated facility. He added that the plant in Alabama will give them a good idea of exactly what they do as a business.

Supervisor Flach stated that when Sheriff Apple presented the tower proposal it was not so favorably received and he is glad that they have been able to work with him at this point in moving forward.

Councilman Dolan stated that he believes he is on the record as supporting it.
Supervisor Flach asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting.
